HARD TO KRILL A GRIZZLY. ‘

e Can Do Plenty of Damage When Mo
In "Nominally Dend."

Personally 1 have more respect for
His Majesty, the Grizzly Bear, than |
for uny other animal I ever trailed, |
the tiger not excepted, writes W. T, |
lornaday in an article on the bears
of No:th America in §t. Nicholas, 1¢ |
Is quite true that muny an wuble.
bodled Grizzly Is caught napping and |
killed ‘dend easy,” as the base-bail |
language says, but so are big tigers
also, for that matter. In fact, 1
know of one lurge tiger welghing
within five pounds of (00, who was
promptly lald low Ly two bullets
from & mere pop~gun of a rifle, und
there was no fuss about it, cither.

It Is casy enough to kill a8 Grizzly
at a good safe distunce of o hundred
yards or 0, which allows the hunter |
to fire from three to six shots by the
time the teeth und claws get dangers
ously near. Hut to attuck a fully
grown and wide-awake Ursus horri=
bills in brushy ground at twenty or
thirty yards' distance Is no child's |
play. As an old hunter once quaints
Iy expressed it W me, A Grlzzly
Har'll git up an' come at ye with
blood In his eye after he's nominally
dead!” The poiny of it Is, this hear
18 50 big, and so enveloped In long,
shaggy hair, his head is so wedge-
like, his strength and tenacity of life
80 great, and his rage when wounded
80 furious that at that short range
he Is hurd o kill quickly, and kil so
dead that he cannut yot a blow at
the hunter.

The strength In a Grizzly's arm s
tremendous, und when the blow

slx inches lung, Iike so many hooksof
steel on a sledge-hammer, It tears to
shreds what It fulls o crush. There
are many authentic lustances on
record of hunters and trappers who
have been killed by Grizzly bears,
and 1 belleve it could be proved that
this animal has killed more men than
all the other wild unimals in North
America comblned, excepting the
skunks and thelr rables

In the duys of the early ploneers,
the only rifles usea were the muzszle-
loading, hairtrigger squirret-rities of
small callber, und they were no match
for the burly Griuely, cither in speed
or strength. As a result. Bruln had
the hest of It, and Jn time Lrought
about u perfect re gn of terror among
the [frontiersmen who tresspassed
upon his domain, For my part 1
certainly would not wunt to attack a
blg*Grizely at short range with my
father's old Kentucky rli e, of 42 call.
ver, unless I had my will made, and
all my earthly affalrs in shape to be
left for a long gerlod. HBut with the
rise of the breech-loader the tables
turned: and, llke all other dangerous
animals, the Grizzly soon found that
the vdds were aguinst him. To Le
sure, he still kills his hunter nocw
und then, sumetimes by onc awful
stroke of his paw, and sometimes by
biting nis victim to death. But he
hus nlmost ceased to attack men
wllllullliv and without cause, as he
ounce did. Unless ho Is wounded or
corncred, or thinks he Is cornered
and about to be attacked, he will
generally run whenever he discovers
amun. But when le is attacked,
and especlally if wounded, he geta
mad clean through. Then he will
| ight anything. even a circular saw,
