do not==for the aloohol that Is In it,
nor for the tipsiness overindulgenze
Induces. He maintains that they
drink it as a beverage simply, and
that the drankenncss Is In most
cases the result of unintentional ex-
cone.

The beer, or beeretto, or Bishop's
beer, as it Is varlously called Iv, ns
explained by the expert (ierman
chemist who makes It, *'a pure
extract of malt and hops, and while
there Is no aleohol In It any beer
drinker will declare It to be a good
drink, and a close counterfelt,
without any of the bad effects of
Jager beer.” Its oxuct composition
the chemist says Is a socret which he
intends to jealously guard, for he
thinks ‘‘thero nre millions in It."”

A Nevelty in Slseping Cars.

A new style of sleeping car hm
recently been patented by n Western
man. Each car Is to contain rubber
bags of varlous sizes and designs,
somo to be used as pillows, some as
mattrosses and others as cushlons,
At nightfall these bags aroe to be
taken from the cupboard and care
fully stretched over stesl feames,
When that s done hot air from the
locomotive Is to be turned on and the
bags are to bediinted. Ingg very few
minutes the cushions, mattressos and
plllows will be Infiated for use and
then the porter will put wire soreens
in position to divide the sleeping
sections. In perhapas fifteen minutes
the whole sleeping car will be ready
for use. The next morning all that
It will be necessary to do Is to turn
off the hot alr und so cause the col.
lapse of matiresses, plllows and
cushlons.

The udvantages claimed for the
new patent are many und varlous,
In the firat place there willbe a de-
clded lessening of weight for the
sleeping cars to carry. Agaln, the
fixtures of sleoping berths take up a
very lurge umount of room, which the
new putent designs tosave. Then the
time taken up for preparing the
berths and putting them up in the
morning is consideruble. 1t s claim-
ed, too, that another effect of the in-
vention will be to do away with
much of the discomfort which now
scems Inseparuble from travel on
sleeping cars, A soft rubber cushion
dilated with hot alr ought certainly
to be o pleasant substitute for n
sleeping car mattress on a cold
night.
