"Take Itusli street bridge as an ex-
ample, 1 presume that If I should lie
quoted as saying that 27,000 teams
puss back and forth across that struc-
ture every mouth the public would say
I was dreaming. Twenty-seve- n thou-
sand would be at the rate of four a
minute.

"U't the man who doubts my word go
down there any day aud simply devote
twelve or tlfteeu hours to counting the
teams that form mi almost cud less

lit fact, two endless proces-
sions, going hi opposite directions, from
early morning mi lute at night, and he
will discover that JIO.OOO Is not too big
mi estimate.

With an outlay lu time of a few dollars
wo might be preventing u bad nud cost-
ly break."
