Arizona, Oklahoma, nnd New Mexico

The three territorial delegates Messrs.
I'lynti of Oklahoma, Murphy of Arlionn
nnd Catron of New Mexico are waging

vigorous campaign In Congress to se-

cure favorable notion upon their bills for
the admission of the territories repre-
sented by them to statehood. Each dele-
gate considers the achievement of state-
hood the chief mission of his congressional
career nnd hl energies arc bent upon se-
curing It. They arc anxious to have the
bills before the territories committee re-

ported to the House nnd disposed of In
omo way, nnd having made n canvass

of the committee, believe thnt more thnn
two-third- s of Its members will vote for
favorable reports. The bills for tho ad-

mission of Arlxona and New Mexico be-

fore this Congress are enabling nets mod-

eled upon the act by which L'tnh was cle- -

vaicu to statehood, with certmn mouincn
tions demanded by local conditions. Arl
r.onn's bill stipulates for immediate state-
hood on a constitution which has already
been formed by the people, but thcro is
doubt concerning the legal standing of the
convention. Mr. l'lynn's new Oklahoma
bill differs from the former ono In giving
authority to Congress to attach any or all
of the Indian territory to Oklahoma when
the lands hnvo been allotted and made
subject to taxation. Kx-tlo- Murphy, of
Arlsonn. who la now the territorial dele
gate', says he And a strong sentiment for
the abolition of the territorial system, bat.
there Is much opposition tj the admission
of Arlxona, New Mexico jr Oklahoma, on
the part of western members who object
to Increasing the frce-dlv- strength of
the Senate.
