A Substitute for Gold.
A I'reiieh Journal describes a new and

promising substitute for gold. It Is pro-
duced by alloying rtliiety-fou- r parts of
copper with six of antimony, the copper
being llrst melted and the antimony
nfterward added; to thtt a quantity of
magnesium carbonate Is added to

lt specific gravity. The alloy Is
capable of being drawn out, wrought,
nud soldered Jut at gold K and Is said
to take and retain a line a polish as
gold. Its cost U 1 shilling a pound.
