MlynJItnii Is an Island midway In the
Indian Sea, lying so far within tho
bond of tho Akl shore that It cannot
bo seen from tho roil to of the largu
ocelli steamers that pass through those
enchanted waters. To teai.-J- i It most
appropriately one must take one of tho
tiny coasting steamers from Osaka,
mid, touching at a dozen quaint Hub

eign to the busy new Japan of rail-
roads, parliaments, imported military
tactics ami modem war vessels.

Tlio colossus Is formed
of great boains. each hewn from tho
single trunk of a camphor tree, mid
Mrengtheiiptl at tho hasp by cross-
beams Joining low parallel columns,
which give It balance and solidity mid
most Impressive elTect. These beams
are covered below tho water lino with
such a heavy growth of bamncles and
marine plains that tho torll seems very
reasonably n part of the sea god's king-
dom and creating. This skeleton gato
lu the sea Is so delicate and falryllke lu
a llrst distant view that one Is not pro-pare- d

for lis great size, ami the Im-
pressive sense of Its proportions, when
one Hunts lu between Its great

piers, as nmssrve and soil
ns masonry. Sculling through this
notablo gateway, and across the water
court of approach, at high tide, olio
may visit every part of the temple, and
penetrate to tho farthest labyrinth,
passing beneath galleries mid bridges,
mid Moating before tho open front of
the great shrines. Tho gnllorloji con-
necting tho different parts of the tem-
ple have, strung along their leaves,
hundreds of ipialut little bronze and
Iron lanterns, all votlvo offerings, as
also are tho pictures that hang lu lino
above them and form n famous gallery
of undent art. Century.
