Dun's Review Views August as n Hoc
Month,

It. O. Dun & Co.'s weekly review of
trade says: "The smallest failures ever
recorded In any month for live years were
those of August. No other month since
the inontly reports were commenced by
Dun's tovlew exclusively has shown de-

faulted liabilities as small within $1,000,-00-

nnd the ratio of such defaults to
solvent business, represented by ex-

changes through nil clearing houses only
$103.70 to ?100,01)0-- Is smaller by 20.5
per cent, thnn lu nny previous month.
The clearings have been the largest ever
known In August, nnd 2:1 per cent, larger
than In 1802. The enormous volume of
business In it month usually one of the
most inactive of the year demands at-

tention. Postponement during the months
of wnr of some contracts and purchases
which have now come forward explain
part of the Increase, nnd the strong ab-

sorption of securities explains port, but
there has also been n greaf decline In the
average of prices for all commodities, so
that it takes a much larger volume of
business In tons or bushels to make up
transactions amounting to a million niorc
than in 1S02. It Is therefore strictly true
that business Is larger than In the very
best of nil past years, nnd yet there Is
every prospect of much further Increase.
Failures for tho week have been 171 lu
the United States, ngninst 101 last year,
and 22 In Canada, agnlnst 25 last year."

BELLICOSE RUMORS IN EUROPE.

Retrial and Acqnlttal for Dreyfus Is
Now Believed Certain.

War between France and Ucrmnny ns
n result of exposures to be made In the
Dreyfus case and wnr between Ureat
Britain and Itussln over complications In
the far east arc confidently predicted by
well posted politicians In Europe. Parts
Is excited over the disclosures following
Colonel Henry's suicide and the wildest
rumors arc affoat. The people are de-
manding a retrial for tho prisoner of
Devil's Island nnd the government faces
the prospect of war with tho Kaiser If
this Is granted and tho whole truth told
and a revolution at home If It Is refuted.
Officers of the French nrmy threaten to
resign and tell all they know of tho
Dreyfus case, and many of the highest
men In military circles nro Implicated In
the promised exposures. No order for a
revision of the Dreyfus verdict can be
secured until the cabinet meets, and the
ministers are now scattered, apparently
wishing to keep out of the way for the
present. Zola, from his hiding place, bus
written Dreyfus' wife congratulating her.

CUICAOO LIMITED WRECKED.

Three Deaths Due to the Dastardly
Work of Tramps.

Train No. 5 on tho New York, Ontnrlo
nnd Western Itallroad, known as "The
Chicago Limited," was wrecked nt Ingiillf
Crossing. four assies south of Fulton. N.
Y., at & o'clock the other morning. The
wreck was doubtless due to tho dastardly
work of tramps, who threw open the
switch at which the train was wrecked, as
well as two switches to the north of the
wreck. The train was running nearly
sixty miles an hour when It struck the
switch and was thrown over to the side
track. The englrio was thrown twenty
feet and blown to pieces. The tender was
turned over. Tho trucks of tho baggage
car were torn off and the head coacu tele-
scoped the boggago car. A vestibule chair
car and the sleeper Farragut wero de-

railed, but neither was badly damaged.
Engineer Dowd and Fireman Hall both
jumped nnd were found under the wreck-
age of the tender by passengers from the
sleeper. Dowd died In a few minutes and
Hull thvee hours later. Tbo body of
Bmkenian Osborn was torn In two. Sev-

eral passengers were Injured.

GOOD OUTLOOK IN SAMOA;

Prospect for Trade Improved by Cu-
ltivation of Cocoa,

Tbo schooner Sophia Sutherland, which
left San Francisco eighteen months ago
with a party of treasure seckors for tho
Solomon Islands, has returned with a
cargo of cocoanuU. Tho men wero de-
ceived by the projector of the enterprise,
U. V. Horcnson, wuo was put nsnorc on
the Island. The others sailed for Samoa,
four of them dying of fever. Captain Mc-

Lean has a tJor opinion of the Solomon
Islands, but says tho outlook for trade In
Samoa Is good, as tho pcoplo are begin-
ning to raise cocoa. Tho political situa-
tion in Samoa was strained when tho ves-

sel left, as tho death of King Malletoa
was expected.

Anti-ForelR- n Feeling In China.
The Empress of China, in port at Van-

couver, B. C, brings tho following Ori-

ental advices: The American ship Baring
Brothers, from New York, burned In the
harbor at Kobe Aug. 18. About 3,000
tous of matting was also destroyed. It
Is Intimated that tho fire was of Incen-
diary origin. When the vessel arrived
at Kobe from Yokohama six of her crew
were In irons. Four wero afterward lib-

erated. Tho United States consul at
Shanghai Is Inquiring Into nn anti-foreig- n

outrage. Messrs. Chopin and Alexander
of tho International Alliance Mission,
while on their way up tho Yuen river with
their houseboat, wero stoned at Hong
Klnug, Hunan. Tho boat was smashed
ami then bunted by the mob. Tho two
travelers barely escaped with their lives
ou u ChiniM) gunboat. The otliclals did
nothing to protect them. Tho nnucxntlon
fever has spread to Japan, which recently
has raised tho Hag of the "rising sun"
over n small Island south of Japan, The
Indemnity paid by tho Hawaiian Govern-
ment has been received. The JniNiuese
delegations at Londou and Washington
will he raised to tho rank of embassies.

A Prophet of Discord,
In an Interview nt Cleveland, Ohio,

Manager Young of the M. A. Hnunn Coal
Company Is tjuotcd as saying: "lu the
early part of next year we will hnvo ino
of the greatest coal strikes this country
has ever seen. All Indications arc that
the strlko will last many months. The
miners stand at all times ready to fight
against a reduction of wages. When the
Chicago contract expires, or possibly be-
fore that time, they will bo obliged to ac-
cept a reduction of 15 to 10 cents per ton
or fight. 1 thluk they will fight and will
fight harder than they have before. The
West Virginia miners nro working cheap-
er than they ever have before. All efforts
on the part of the other miners to organ-li- e

them have been in vain. There Is no
hope that they will be brought into line."

Killed in a Railroad Wreck.
Fireman Fred P. Smith was killed and

Engiuecr George Hartford seriously In-

jured in a wreck ou tho California and
Oregon Itallroad, near Simtns station,
Cal. Tho engine and eight cars jumped
the track and rolled down an embank-
ment.

Fell with a Bcffbltl.
A scaffolding In tho tower of tho union

station nt Kansas City, Mo fell a dis-

tances of thirty feet, cany down with
it five workmen nnd burying them be-

neath a shower of bricks, broken timber
and plaster. It Is thought mmo will die.

AnoUier Luke Craft Clone,
Tbo schooner Wlnslow, lu tow of tho

iteamcr Inter Ocean, wns lost near tho
White Shoals. The crew of Iho schoouer
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nrrlved nt Mackinaw City, Mich., on
board the Inter Ocean, having been taken
off the lost boat with the greatest diff-
iculty, as the wind was blowing n gabs
from the southwest and n heavy sea was
running, Tho steamer and consort wero
coming down the straits of Mackinaw
when tho gnlo proved too much for tho
Wlnslow. Water began to pour Into her
hold nnd tho vessel soon became unman-ngenbl- e.

The steamer then engaged In
taking off the members of the crew In the
big sen running. All were taken off in
snfety, and for two hours the steamer lny
within sight of the nbnndoncd boat. At
(lie end nf that time the hull was nearly
out nf sight niyl Its sinking wns a question
of only a short time. The lost vessel wns
owned by Peter Wex nnd wns Insured for
about 75 per cent of her value. She was
built in 1871 nnd registered 885 tons. Sho
was worth about (9,000. Hnd not the
Escnnnbn ore rate gone to 45 cents the
Wlnslow would have had a cargo of grain.
As It wns, she was chartered for ore from
Escnnaba to Lake Eric.

TEN KILLED OUTRIGHT.

Trolley Car Cut in Two by a Train at
Colioes, N, Y.

A trolley car of the Troy City nnllroad
Company wns struck by the night-boa- t
special of the Delaware and Hudson Itall-
road at a. crossing at the west end nf the
Hudson river bridge, which connects Co-

lioes, N. Y with Lanslngburg, nnd Its
passengers were hurled into the nlr. Ten
of the thirty-fiv- e passengers were killed
outright, eight died shortly afterward nnd
at least ten of the remainder will die. The
motor car was struck directly In the cen-

ter by the engine of the train, which was
going at a high rate of speed. The acci-
dent ccme without the slightest warning.
When the collision occurred the motor car
parted In two. both sections being hurled
Into the nlr In splinters. The people wero
torn and mangled. Those In front met
the worst fate. Every person In that sec-

tion of the car was killed. Bodice were
hurled Into the air and their headless nnd
limbless trunks were found In some cases
fifty feet from the crossing.

COURT MARTIAL FOR M'INTTRE.

Naval Chaplain Who Clrcalated Sen
satlonal Reports.

Ever since the printed reports of the
sensational utterances of the nnval chap-
lain, Joseph I. Mclntyre, reached the
Navy Department the olllclals have beca
making a quiet Inquiry Into the accuracy
of the newspaper publications. The chap
lain, wuo was attached to tbc Oregon and
was on board when the battle of July 3
was fought, wns accredited with some
snvacc criticism of officers of the Ameri-
can neet. Ills trial by court-marti- has
been ordered.

Wreck on an English Railway.
At Wellingborough railway station, on

the London and Northwestern Hallway,
near Manchester, England, two boys
pushed a loaded luggage "trolley" on the
track just ns the express train was ap-
proaching at a speed of fifty miles an
hour. The train was derailed and fear-
ful scenes ensued. The wreckage of the
railway carriages caught fire. The en-
gineer, fireman nnd two passengers were
killed and many others were seriously
wounded.

Four Young Women Drawned.
By the accidental jibing of the sail of a

pleasure yacht on Presquc Isle Bay, near
Erie, Pa., four young women were swept
off Into tho water uud drowned before as-

sistance could be rendered them. Their
names are Mary, Delia and Ella Pnrdlne,
daughters of William Pardlne, nn Erlo
machinist, and Jessie Moore, daughter of
John M. Moore, nn engineer on tho Erie
aud Pittsburg road.

Torpedo Removers Blown Up.
The Government steamboat John I.

Meigs wns destroyed by nn explosion at
St. Philip, La. She had aboard Lieut.
Jervey and u party engaged In removing
the torpedoes laid In tho Mississippi river
during the beginning of the war. Lieut.
Jervey had a unrrow escape. Four men
wero killed and two badly wouudtd.

Shipyard Fire In Toronto,
Flro broke out in Bertram's shipyards

at Toronto, Out. The docks of tho com-
pany and the large carpenter shop and
some small buildings, together with a
bargo and a quantity of lumber wero de-
stroyed. Tho lots will reach $200,000.

Big St, Lonls Factory Burns.
At St. Louis, the five-stor- y brick build-

ing of the A. Gcisel Manufacturing Com-
pany took fire, and within twenty minutes
was totally destroyed. Tho loss is esti-
mated at $100,000. It Is supposed the fire
started from an electric wire.

Launch Battleship Illinois.
It has beeu decided by tho Navy Depart-

ment at Washington to launch tho battle-
ship Illinois, now building at Nowport
News, Va on Oct. 4. Gov. Tanner's
daughter has been selected to christen the
vessel,

Big Loan Company Fails.
At Topeka, the Kansas Loan and Trust

Company, lately known as the Trust
Company of America, bus failed. Tho
liabilities are estimated ut $400,000; as-

sets ut $1,200,000.

Ten Yellow Fever Cases.
Ten new rases of yellow fever are re-

ported from Orwood, Miss. These cases
are said to be of a mild type.
