And we need not worry about the ob-
Jection that publicly owned sinughter
houses are an Invasion of the private
rights of business, When It comes to
life and death there are no private
rights of business. No man has a right
to saved profits that he makes by
spreading dluease, We bave gone too
far on the roud to public sanitation fo
turn back beause some gentlemau's
profits are threatened. The Btate will
not allow you to go around with small-
pox or to conceal seariet fever In your
house, although each may be strictly
your own affalr. Compared with can-
cer, smallpox and scarlet fever are
nothing. If the Btate can take radical
mensures to stamp out cholera it can
take radical measures to stamp out
cancer, a milllon times worse than
cholern, 1If It can provide pest bouses
for public safety It can provide slaugh-
ter houses for public safety. And Its
duty In the one case s at least an clear
a8 In the other.
