Adial B. Stevenson, or “Big Bteve,”
as he la becoming known In the arena
of Illinols politics, Is already commenc-
ing to make things hum. Oid timers
and business men who have taken no
interest In Democratic alfalrs for years
are flocking to his standard In large
numbers, The Chicago Dally News of
August 12 bad the following leading
editorial on this phase of the subject:

“In nominating Adlal E. Btevenson
as thelr candidate for governor of 1Ili-
nols the Democratle voters have chosen
a man distinguished In national affairs.
His candidacy Is particularly Interest-
Ing, Because In recent times” it has been
rather unusual for a national reputa-
tion to be utilized as a stepping sgone
to wtate honors.

To-day he Is both aged
and vigorous, Although in his 73d
year he I8 counted upon to make an ag-
gressive eampnign for the governorship,
Necause of his standing and character
It 18 expocted that his canvass will be
marked by dignity as well as force.
That he I8 popunlar with his fellow
Democrts wag  sufliclently  demon-
sirated by his ensy victory at Batur-
day's primaries. This popularity goes
back to the diys of “Adlni's ax," with
which he decapltated so many thou-
sands of Itepublican third class post-
musters when he wus first asslstant

The following, from the
Chicago Tribune, of May 1, 1008,
partially explains why:

“The old ‘lumpy jaw' ordinance for

which Ald, ‘Jim' Dalley fought so per-
sistently all the time he was In the

council and which has survived since
has been put to rest for all time, The
health committee, following the advice
of the health department, voted to put
It on fila,

“The ordinance provided that no part
of an anlmal aMicted with lumpy jaw
should be slaughtered for food. The
health commissioner reported there
was no danger from parts of the ani-
mal not Infected and was backed up
by the best medical authority, but the
aldermen never could make up thelr
minds about the matter and the com-
mittee and the councll played battle-
dore and shuttlecock with the proposi-
tlon for years"

for stenks, ronsts, ete,, In Chicago at
high prices and the Beef Trust laughs,

The fallure of the Government to
proceed aguinst the Beef Trust crimi-
nnlly under the Supreme Court decl-
slon of March 12, 1004, the open defi-
nnee by the Beer Trust of the United
Btates Supreme Court and the perma-
nent Injunction granted agalnst this
nwfn! trust by the Supreme tribunal
Jonuary 30, 1005; the daring vlola-
tlons of the Antl-Trust Law by the
Beef Trust—all these and more will
he great questions discussed by the
people In the campalgn of 1008,

Why doesn't Uncie Bam go after the
Reef Trust? Why were not all the
facts ahout this awfal trust glven to
the public? The secret of the famous
chapter five of the Garfleld report on
the beef trust is revealed. Chapter
five was held In reserve or “suppress-
ed" on ordera of the “man higher up,"
and relates to and discusses these three
propositions, and only these three:

First—What wns the cause in March,
1004, and about that time for the un-
usually large margin between the price
of eattle and dressed beef for market?

Becond—Was that wide margin the
result of a comblnntion by the packers
Lin violation of the Sherman Inw?

Third—Was the Injunction agninst
the packers heing then violated?

All of these questlons are answered
afliematively In chapter "6 of the re-
port of Mr. Garfleld. The facts on
which he arrived at his conclusions
were not furnished by the beef pack.
ers but on suggestions to witneases,

ete,, furnished by Representative Mar-
tin of SBouth Dakota.

Chapter 6 was held In reserve be-
cause the case against the packers had
been decided -upon, and If the chapter
had been known to Congress the pack-
ers would have known the complete re-
sult of the Garfleld Investigation undar
the resolution of Representative Mar-
tin which was passed by the kHouse in
January, 1004,

In his resolution Representative
Martin asked that Garfleld determine
If the wide difference between the price
of cattle and.dressed beef proved a
violation of the Bherman antl-trust
law.

According to the resolution Mr, Gar-
fleld, If he found such violation, was to
report on the capitalization of the
packers’ combine, thelr organization,
profits, ete. -

Mr. Garfleld DID REPORT on this
Iatter phase of the resolution, and It Ia
to be found In his report. This fact
In stated merely as corroborating the
statement that Garfleld found that the
lllegnl combination existed.

It Is not generally known that Rep-
resentative Martin, who Introduced the
beef trust resolution on which Garfleld
reported, saw Mr, Garfleld many times
after the passage of the resolution and
furnished the Department of Commeres
and Labor with facts and the names of
witnessen, Mr. Martin in fuct saw Mr,
Garfield only a short time ago.

There Is very little surprise express-
el here that chapter 5 of the Garfleld
report wns withheld from publication,
It ean be stated, however, that there
should have heen not the slightest Im-
propriety in handiug It to the Attorney
Generanl for use in the case agninst the
packers,

Representative Martin would not and
did not farnlsh  to Mr, Garfield the
names of any of the beef packers, Mr,
Martin mentioned, ns one witnesa for
instance, n man who sold a carlond of
cattle In Chicago one day and had the
good sense to walt and see what be-
eame of it, e found that the cattle
were divided among seven concerns
that night, although there was only one
bid for the cattle that day, This was
n violation of the Injunction then sup-
posed to be In force, and It I8 known
that there were other witnesses and
ample witnesses to prove the violation,

It can be stated on authority that
chapter B of the Garfield report 18 not
to vemain unpublished. It will, how-
ever, not be sent to Congress untll the
conclusion of the cases ngninst the beof
trust,

“The price of shees, especially the
cheaper grades, has lncreased from 25
to () per cent to the jobber and the
effect must be shown soon In the price
to be paid by the wearer.”

This statement, made by one of the
best known shoe dealers in the United
States, wan echoed by a sore of leather
dealers, Independent tanners and whole-
sale and retall dealers. While the an-
ticipated sharp Incrense predicted for
the new yenr did not materialize, its
imminence i not questioned by those
tamlliar with conditions of the leather
Industry,

Natural causes In some phuses are
ascribed for the Increase, but the grad-
unl absorption by the great packing
firms of the tanning Industry, which
hns been made another tentacle of the
beef trust, I8 held in the greater part
responsible for the advance,

The gradunl increase In the price of
bides I8 declarad to have been reflected
In the substitution of Inferlor lenther
In the making of standard shoes, As
the profits to the middiemen fell awny
futc the pockets of the beef trust the
former In self-defense declared that the
new year must show @ sharp Increase
In the price of the finished material,
to be pald for by the public.

Local retailers have fought the con-
tempinted advance, but many asserted
that they were powerless to prevent
its coming in the near future.

“The Immedinte repeal of the tarift
on Routh American hides seems the
only method of relleving the condition.”
sald a leather dealer. Bpeuking fur
ther, he continued ;

“Phe packers could not then practices
nlly monopolize the hide market, us
they are dolug to-day. The exporta-
tion of hides during the Jupanese war
and other causes combined to make i
condition of which the- packers huave
taken advantage. 1owever, there s
little probability of the repeal, and the
price of leather In all forms will con-
tinne golng up.”

wpPhe price of the higher grade of
shoes will not be materially affected.”
sald 0 big local dealer, "but in the
grades of shoes sold at $1.50 to &3, the
price of leather has increased 25 to (0
per cent.

“That, of course, will mean u gen-
oral Increase to g corresponding umount
in the price of the footwear, ‘I'he wuf-
ferers by the Incrense will be those
who huave the greatest need for the
money expended.”

The packers slaughter comparatively
fow cnlves, and these are generally sold
to denalers with the skin attached to the
enrenss,  Ilgher grade sking also are
uot In the control of the packers and
the lnereage In these has not been
marked, Workmanship also enters o
little Into the making of the lower
gride shoes which are lurgely manu-
fuctured by machine,

The spirits of thousanda of poor
hoys who went out to fight for the
United Btates In the Spanlsh-Amerl
ean war, must hover over the fortunes
of the Bref Trust in a demand for
vengeance '

The Beef Trust s the foe of Amerl-
can lubor. It imports most of ita work-
men In gangs, houses tham In its own
hovels and absorbs thelr earnings as it
they were slaves,

Appendicitis Is a Bad Meat disease,

It comes from the breakfast delica-
cles made out of canner cows and
trichina pork,

The Trust sausage is one of the won-
dera of creation,

It Is made out of the cheapest meat
and the trimming of canners, lumpy-
Jaw cattle and dead swine,

After belng thoroughly mixed with
a horrible councoction known to the
trade as potato flour, this chopped,
stamped, crushed and chemlically treat-
ed meat Is stulfed Into the frequently
disensed guts of dead animals and 18
sold to the public s saunsuge.

Despite the chemlicals compounded
with the “meat” to make It smell
“natural,” both the compound itself,
as well ns the “caslng,” as the gut Is
now called, are frequently the ubode
of mlicro-orgnunisms,

The word appendieitis means an in-
flammation of the vermiform appendix,
which llea In the lower right hand cor-
ner of the nbdomen.

The vermiform appendix is a sack
attnched to the Intestine.

It 18 into this resting place that the
microbes crawl and cause trouhle,

The real trichina microbe, which is
very abundant in pork, and for which
no search 18 made by the Beef Trust,
ents through all the human intestines,
and, playing no favorites, ls always
fatal,

But the bad meat microbe, which
causes appendicitis, has not strength
enough to bore through the intestines.

It merely crawls Into the firat and
only stopping place In the bowels—the
vermiform  appendix—and there It
works away untll it starts Inflamma-
tion,

When the first physiclans began to
reallze the etlologleal Importance of
the appendix In lutestinal  inflamma-
tion, It was thought that seeds or oth-
er offending material became lodged
thereln, but many operations soon
proved the contrary, for ofttimes no
foreign bodles were found in It, and
other abdominal eperations often gshow-
ed collections In the appendix that had
eaused po trouble,

Most of the best physiclans and the
ablest surgeons are now convinced that
appendicitis Is eansed by bad meat,

The disense, singularly enough, wans
never heard of until Beef Trust meth-

oda began to prevall In this country,
