In his resolution Representative
Martin asked that Garfield determine
If the wldo difference between tho prlco
of cattle and dressed beef proved a
violation of tho Sherman anti-tru-

law.
According to the reaolutlon Mr, Gar-

field, If be found such .violation, was 'to
report on the capitalization of tho
packers' combine, tholr organization,
profits, etc.

Mr. Garfield DID REPORT on this
latter phase of the reaolutlon, and It la
,to be found In his report. This fact
In stated merely as corroborating tho
statement that Garfield found that tho
Illegal combination existed.

It is not generally known that Rep-
resentative Martin, who Introduced tho
beef trust resolution on which Garfield
reported, saw Mr. Garfield many times
nfter tho passage of tho resolution and
furnished the Department of Commerce
and Labor with facts and tho names of
witnesses. Mr. Martin In fact saw Mr.
Garfield only a short tlmo ngo.

There Is very llttlo siirprlso express-
ed hero that chapter 5 of the Garfield
report was withheld from publication.
It cnii bo stated, however, that there
should have been not tho slightest Im-

propriety In blinding It to tho Attorney
General for use lu tho caso against tho
packers.

Representative Martin would not and
did not furnish to Mr, Garfield tho
nuuies of any of tho bcof,paekcrs. Mr.
Martin mentioned, ns ono witness for
Instance, a man who sold a carload of
cnttlo n Chicago ono day and had tho
good seuso to wait nnd see what be-en-

of It. Ho found that tho cattlo
were divided among seven concerns
that night, although there was only ono
hid for tho cattle that day. This was
a violation of tho Injunction then sup-
posed to bo In force, and It Is known
that there were other witnesses nnd
ample witnesses to provo the violation.

It is robbing tho peoplo of tho whole
country and thero Is no way to stop It.

In Chicago, whero tho alleged Gov-
ernment Inspection has no power to
stop ft, lumpy Jaw cnttlo are carved
up and sold for food dally.

Tho city council tried to stop tho
snlo of lumpy Jaw meat In this city,
but failed. Tho following, from tho
Chicago Tribune, of May 1, 1008,
partially explains why:

"Tho old 'lumpy Jnw' ordlnnnco for
which Aid. 'Jim' Dalley fought so per-
sistently all tho tlmo bo was In tho
council and which has survived slnco
has been put to rest for all time. The
health committee, following tho ndvlco
of tho health department, voted to put
it ou file.

"Tho ordinance provided that no part
of nn animal afflicted with lumpy Jaw
should bo slaughtered for food. The
heal tli commissioner reported thero
was uo danger from parts of tho ani-
mal not Infected and was backed up
by tho best medical authority, but tho
aldermen never could make up tholr
minds about the matter and tho com-
mittee and tho council played battle-
dore nnd shuttlecock with tho proposi-
tion for years."

And so lumpy Jaw cattlo nro served
for steaks, roasts, etc., In Chicago at
high prices and tho Beef Trust laughs.

Appendicitis Is a Bad Meat disease.
It comes from tho breakfast delica-

cies mndo out of cauner cows and
trichina pork,

Tho Trust sausage Is ono of the won-
ders of creation.

It Is mado out of tho cheapest meat
and tho trimming of cauncrs, lumpy-Ja-w

cattle and dead swine.
After being thoroughly mixed with

a horrlblo concoction known to tho
trade as potato flour, this chopped,
stamped, crushed and chemically treat-
ed meat Is stuffed Into tho frequently
diseased guts of dead animals and is
sold to tbo public as sausuge.

Despite tho chemicals compounded
with tho "meat" to mako it smell
"natural," both tho compound Itself,
ns well as tho "easing," as tho gut Is
now called, are frequently tho ubodo
of micro-organism-

The word appendicitis means nn In-

flammation of tho verinlform appendix,
which lies lu tho lower right baud cor-uo- r

of tho abdomen,
Tho vermiform appendix Is a sack

attached to tbo Intestine,
It Is Into this resting placo that tho

microbes crawl and cause trouble.
Tho real trlcblua mlcrobo, which is

very nhuudnut In pork, nnd for which
no search Is mndo by tho Beef Trust,
eats through nil tho human Intestines,
nnd, playing uo favorites, Is always
fatal.

But tho bad meat microbe, which
causes appendicitis, has not strength
enough to horo through tho Intestines.

It merely crawls Into tho first nnd
only stopping place In tho bowels tho
vermiform appendix and there it
