SALARY RAISE ASKED.

Ordinance to Increase Aldermen’s Pay
from $1,500 to $3,500 Presented
to Council Monday Night,

But the Bashful City Fathers Have
It Referred to the Finance
Committee.

Where It Will Be Fixed Up with a Slight
Reduction and Recommended
for Passage.

Alderman Kruger Introduces Ordinance Abol-
ishing Football in Chicago, Which Was
Referred to Judiciary Committee.

Chicago's Aldermen are not content
with the $1,500 a yeur they recelve for
looking after the luterests of the peo-
ple, but want u little more money for
their arduous work nnd they took the
chunce of making known thele desire
ut the meeting of (he councll Monday
nlght,

Alderman Pringle introduced an ordi-
nunce providing that the salary of
ildermen after the election of April 5,
1000, should be §L500 a year Instead of
$1.500,

Though the ordinance was referved
to the tinance committee by formal ae-
tlon, Mayor Busse Indiented a desirve to
puss the salury Increase with a 8500
cut on the prescribed §3,000,

After Alderman Pringle’s ordinanee
il been read the Mayor summonsl

mun and severnl others to the rostrum,
and, while other business was  belng
trunsacted, proposed that the salary be
fixed ot £3.000 and that the ordinance be
recommended for passage.

Aldermen Egnn, Foreman and Scully
were willlng to engineer the Mayor's
proposal, but, lnasmuch as the ordl.
nance had gone to the finance commit-
toe, Alderman 'ringle declined to eatl
it for further conslderntion,

The finance commitee will, therefoge,
conslder this recommendation nnd re.
port to the ®ouncll, ns it will also on
the ordinanee proposed by Aldermat
Britten of the Twenty-third Wnard,
which provides that the salarles of the
chief Justice and each assoclate Jmdge
of the Municipal Court shall be £10,000
per annum, payable In monthly Instali-
wents, out of the city treasury.

No discusslon In the open wax In-
dulged in on elther of the salary or-
dinnnees,

Alderman Herman Krouger Introdueed
an ordinance abolishing the playing or
football In Chieago, which was refoy-
red to the Judiclary commlittee,

Alderman Kruger says he belleves
the Interests of the community demnnd
that football be stamped out—and
quickly,

“I paid 82 to get a good seat ot last
Haturday's contest so I conld get all 1
wanted of my first visit to a footbull
gume,"” explained the Alderman, *I
have been at prize fights and remd of
bull fights. and rooted at wrestling
bouts, but I give you my word I never
thought so much brutality could be
crowded Into a game that thousnnds of
people go “dafly* over,

“As soon us I got home from the
gnme I made up my mind to take sonwe
steps to stop future brutal exhibitions
of the kind, If they can stand for that
they can stand not only for prize fights
but dog fights, too. 1 hope we get an
ordinance drafted #o that I can bhave a
chance to vote agalnst football."

Alderman Clancy presented-an opdi-
nance creating a new departinent with
seventy-four jobs  attached, which
means a salary roll of more than 75,
000, He would have it known ns the
department of sanltary and plumbliug
Inspection and s dutles to look after
the work connected with those two sub-
Jueets,  If adopted 1t would take away
from the elty health department a lnvge
shinre of Its functlons, The ordinance
provides for a chlef supervising in.
spector ot 5,000 a year, an asslstant
