Alderman Cullerton, “the members of
this council are trustees for the peo-
ple under the traction ordinances.
This ordinance is one that stinks in
the nostrils of the people, and I, for
one, think that the fullest investiga-
tion should be made by this council
before it takea final action.”

Alderman Cullerton referred to Blon
J. Amold's connection with the mak-
ing of the appraisement of the Con-
solldated company's properties, and
sald that in Detroit, where Mr. Ar-
nold was employed to make an up-
preisement of the wvalues of street
rallway properties, he had brought In
a valuation 100 per cent higher than
did a committee appointed by the
mayor of that city.

In addition to Egan and Cullerton,
other aldermen, after the meeting, ¢x-
pressed themselves as intensely up-
posed to the mensure. Among these
are Utpatel and Bellfuss of the Fif-
teenth ward, Bauler of the Twenty-
second and McDermott of the Twenty-
ninth.
