'PHONE SLAVERY
The People of Chicago Pray for De-

liverance from the Grasp of the
Awful Bell Monopoly.

Chicagoans Forced to Pile Up the Profits of

Three Different Corporations and Tims
Boost Stock Dividends.

Tho Boll Monopoly Owns' tho Local Telephone Company and
tho Western Electrical Company and Makes One

of Them Patronize tho Other.

As tho Bell Company Wants a Big Profit Itself It Is Easy to Sco Why
Telephone Bates Are to Bo Baised.

last annual report of this dopartmont
calls attention to the enormous
amount of tho taxpayers money ex-

pended annually upon street aro
lamps,

Who gets the profits?
Tho city pays $61.95 per yoar for

each ono ot Its olectrlo arc lamps,
whllo gas lamps with Welsbach man-

tles on them only cost $18,91 per year,
Who gets the benefit of this enor-

mous extravagance for electric lamps

which aro In bad order part of tho
tlmo?

Tho annual report ot tho Chicago
Department ot Electricity shows that
tho total number ot public street
lamps In sorvlco on December 31st,
1010, was 37,904. Ot these, 12,300
woro municipal clcctrlc-nr- c lamps,
893 rented arc lamps, 11,990 o

lamps, 5,420 gas flat-flam- o lamps
nnd 7,319 gnsollno lamps. Tho cost
of rented arc lamps is $75' n year,
municipal arc lamps $111. 95 a year,
mnntlo gns lamps $18.01, open-flam- e

gas lamps $15.41, and gasoline lamps
$20.40.

From a learned "Expert's" reports
to the City Council wo learn that:

Telophono rates should be raised
becauso tho Dell Telophono Company
owns tho local tolophone company.

Uecauso tho Western Electrical
Company Is also owned by tho Boll
Telophono Company.

Because tho local telephone com
pany la obliged to buy alt ot Its equip-
ment and necessaries from tho West-
ern Electrical Company,

Because neither the Western Elec-
trical Company or the local telephone
company would have big enough prof
its to suit the Bell Telephone, which
owns them, If Chicago people were
not pressed for a little more cola and
their telephone rates raised.

Because the local telephone com-
pany has Increased Us capital stock
from tho original $500,000 to $27,000,-00- 0

and $5,000,000 more In bondc.
Because tho stockholders would not

get big enough dividends on this
stock issue If tho people of Chi-

cago were not squeezed.
Thoroforo tho telcphono company

has tho norvo to nsk tho City Council
to ralso tho rates on the pcoplo of
Chlcngo.

The people ot Chicago aro to bo used
as sorfs by tho telephone monoply and
tho last drop Is to bo squeezed out ot
them.

In tho mcantlmo It would bo well for
tho aldormon to lnqulro Into tho al-

leged relations, In tho past, ot certain
city officials with tho abovo electrical
company, tho twin of tho local telo-
phono company, both being owned by
tho Boll monopoly.

Tho telophono gang want the coun-
cil to ralso tho rates on all phones.

To abolish all flat phones and mako
everybody takes measured sorvlco.

To put a nickel In overy phone be-
foro connection Is mado.

Flro Marshal Soyferllch assorted
that as practically one-hal-f ot the fire
and poltco alarms are received by tele-
phone, bo did not favor the general
Installation of the
typo ot telephone Instrument now be-
ing placed In various parts of the city
by the telophono company.

Tho tolephone monopoly obliges the
users ot nickel phones to guarantee 6
cents por day. It the monthly deposit
ot nickels falls short of tho guarantee
tho company makes tho phono renter
pay tho difference. It there should
happen to bo an excess of nickels tho
company gobbles them all. The phone
renter gets no credit for that excess.
That's the logic of the monopoly.

From tho learned telephono expert
whose report was submitted to the
Olty Council In May, 1911. we learn on

pages .49 nnd GO, that tho Bell Tele-phon- o

monopoly that reaches all over
tho country, owns a controlling Inter-
est In tho local telephone company and
tho Western Electrical Company. "The
latter Is purely a manufacturing com
pany," says tho report, "engaged In
tho manufacture of Bell telephone ap-
paratus and supplies." In 1904 a con-
tract was entered Into between the
local telcphono company and the elec-
trical company, both of them owned
by tho Bell monopoly, whereby the
local company agreed to purchase all
of its Biippllos from tho electric com
pany. Under the terms ot this cob
tract the electrical company agrees to
deliver to tho telcphono company r.U
telephone appllancos manufactured un-
der tho Ucon3o of the Boll Telephone
Company. Tho local telophono com
pany, on tho othor band, agrees to pur
cbaso all Its supplies from the elec-
trical company.

Hero we have a fine sample of how
tho parent monopoly makes tho sub
sldlary monopolies pile up profits for
each other and the publlo pays the
freight.

On pago 52 of the report ot this
"Expert"-- , to the City Council we find
tho statement mado that the Bell moa
opoly charges a rental of LC2 cents per
station for each set of Instruments
used.

This would amount to $111,10
yearly, but the expert discovered that
the local company really paid the
parent company $355,711 last year.

About this enormous overcharge tk
"export" naively says on page 62 ot
the report now In the hands ot the
Council commlttoo: "In Justification
ot tho payment of thedltference

these amounts, or $222,411, the
Chicago company receive certain
services from tho parent company
which It is claimed aro worth the
amount paid,

Theso services consist ot technical
advice and counsel and tho use of ap-
paratus patented by tho parent com
pany.

What do you think ot that?
And then tho aldermen aro asked

to ralso tho rates on tho pcoplo to
help tho local company out.

Any alderman who votes to raise
rates should bo outlawed.

nates aro twlco as much as they
ought to bo at tho present time. They
should be reduced.

All telephono rates aro now subjoct
to revision every five years.

Tho telophono company wants the
city to ralso rates and abolish the pro-
vision In tho ordlnanco calling for re-
vision every flvo years.

Thoy want to keep the peoplo whore
they bavo them so that tbey can't get
away,

Tho "expert" on pages 105 and 108
of his roport apparently feels muoh
sympathy for the company on this sub
Jest.

Will tho aldormon show any sym-
pathy for the people?

Tho telephono company wants the
publlo to pay high rates because of
tho Improvements It has put In the
service It this kind of reasoning holds
good, then Marshall Fiold & Co. and
The Fair should chargo higher prices
for tho goods becauso ot tho fine
buildings and other Improvements
thoy have paid for. And on the same
like ot argument the Northwestern
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
