The position which Mr, Noyes I8 to
fill, It Is sald, Is & visiting professor-
ship, with lectures on modern Engllsh
literature. It will begin about the'
middle of next February and extend
through the second term of the uni
versity, and, it I8 understood, will eon
tinue in this way for several years
from February to June. .

Mr. Noyes is thirty-three years old.
and has been writing poetry for more
than 20 years. At the age of fourteen.
he wrote his first eple, a production
in rhymed verse of several thousand
lines, describing allegorically the voy-
age through life as on a ship. This
poem was not published. Five years
later “The S8ymbolist” was printed in
Times. At that time he was in Exeter
