Merciless war on “tax dodgers” was
announced by Maclay Hoyne, state's
attorney, who is determined to add
$40,000,000 to the public revenue. In
waging this war the prosecutor will
co-operate with the taxing boards, the
assessors and the reviewers. A con-
ference between the three offices will
be held tomorrow or Tuesday.

‘I am golng to break up the prac-
tice by which people of wealth and in-
Huence and those with political stand-
ing escape taxation,” safid Mr. Hoyne,
in outlining his warlike plans. "It
will add $40,000,000 to the treasury an-
nunlly and you will see the tax rate
diminish."”

Two assistant state's attorneys,
Henry Berger and Hayden Bell, have
already been assigned to carry on the
campalgn. It is Mr, Hoyne's purpose
to create an examining board, repre-
sentative of the three offices con-
cerned, to #it in judgment on all tax
matters,

Here are the plans for reforming the
personal property taxation:

Prosecute all property owners who
fall to file n schedule of personal prop-
erty, Penalty, fine of from $10 to $250,

Prosecute all who swear to false
figures In scheduling personal prop-
erty. Charge, perjury; penalty, $5,000
fine or one year's Imprisonment.

Invade banks and search records of
corporations and business houses for
evidence of personal property which
is rarely ever scheduled to the board
of ARBESBOTS,

Force collection of all taxes by
wholesale levying and Institution of
sults against delinquents,

“Such a campalgn will result In a
hurried amendment of the revenue
laws,” was suggested to Mr. Hoyne,

“If the laws are not good ones they
should be amended, and If It Is en-
forcement that i needed to awaken
the people, why, It Is enforcement
that they are going to get,” he replied.

That Mr. Hoyne's co-operation will
be welecomed by the board of nssessors
wité shown In a recent communieation
to the county board fn which the gecre-
tary, Frunk W. Koraleskl, made re-
quest  for o representative of the
state's attorney’s office,

“We need the assistance of the

Baum, Dr. Marquis, Dr. F. H. Martin,
Dr. Halsted, Dr, Harsha, Dr, Quine and
Dr, Nleman."

The Mattoon Commercinl-S8tar, ed-
ited by Representative E, F. Poorman,
published on the first page of its Issue
Sunday morning, May 3, a complete
retraction of its charges against Roger
C. Bulllvan, The original article
charged that Mr, Sullivan had been a
party to political corruption and that
he had alded In the electlon of Wil-
llam Lorimer to the United Btates
Senate. The editorial retracting these
charges Is as follows:

During the month of January, 1914,
this newspaper published a number of
articles derogatory to the political life
and political associations to Roger C.

Following the publication of these
articles, Mr, SBullivan sued this news-
paper for libel. We immediately
caused a thorough Investigation to be
made of the varlous charges which we
had heretofore published against Mr.
Sulllvan's political careéer, and we
frankly admit that there s no basis in
fact for the charges thus made. From
information which we then had and
which we have sinee ascerinined to
be Inacenrate, we drew the conclus
slon that Mr, Sullivan had materially
alded Mr. Lorimer's election to the
United Stutes Senate

It has slways been the policy of this
newspaper to endenvor to do full Jus-
tiee to those agalnst whom It was pos
Htieally opposed, ns well as to those
whom it politicully favored. Having
agcertpined that we had made a mis-
take In the charges which we pre-
ferred ngalust Mr. Sullivan, we frank-
Iy placed the matter before him, and
he, with equal fruankness, stated that
he wuas not deslrous of having any-
thing from this publication except an
announcement of the true facts as we
have ascertained them after a full in-
vestigation, and that, If such an-
nouncement was made by us to our
readers, that would end the litiga-
tion now pending between us. Even
without such concession on Mr, Sul-
livan's part, this paper would deém it
Its duty to announce to Its readers
with the same degree of publicity that
It had made the charges, that such
charges were unfounded; that Mr,
Sulllvan had no connection with the
electlon of Mr. Lorimer, and, so fur
as we have been able to ascertain.
Mr. Bulllvan's political life and his

free from corruption or disgrace,

He was not assessed personally at

The Board of Review wiped this as-
ssment of $4.5800 off of the books.
