For the first 75 years of our national existence public buildings wore
put in a sort of haphazard way. Commissions appointed by the secre-
tary of the treasury selected the architect of building and attended to all
the details of Its construction. The result was that no fixed Idea was car-
ried out, and our earlier public buildings had no uniformity of design at all.

Today it different. Uncle Sam has become an architect on his
account, and he designing his own buildings. The result Is that one may

recognize new federal buildings of the country on sight by their
uniformity of style. There Just enough diversity in detail to prevent too
much similarity.

Municipal Judge Caverly sent a let-
ter to Mayor Harrison recommending
that tho minimum fine of $20 for viola-
tion of the municipal code prohibiting
peddlers from peddling without n
licence be eliminated and that the
codo be changed so that such offend-
ers may be fined from $1 to 350. Ho
stated that the principal violators of
tho ordlnanco arc very poor. Tho
Judge's letter follows:

"To the Honorable Carter H. Harri-
son: Prom my experience as presid-
ing Judgo at the Maxwell street court
for the last four months I am firmly
convinced that tho minimum fine of

20 for violation of Section 1760 of tho
city code Is too severe and ought to
be eliminated.

"This ordinance deals solely with
peddlers.

"I respectfully recommend that tho
ordinance so read that violators may
be fined in any sum from SI to $50,
thereby giving the Judge an oppor-
tunity to flno any sum ranging from
$1 up. The principal violators of this
ordlnanco are very poor people.
