to certify In writing If ho Id employed
by any person, firm or corporation;

each employer, nnd what compensa-
tion ho has received or is to receive
if any. Ho should further bo required
to stato In writing the bills, acts,
measures or resolutions ho is inter-
ested In, and what tho nature ot his
Interest may bo.
