FOR A CONSTITUTIONAL CONVEN-
TION.

The Chicago Eagle calls on all good
citizens to fight for a new State Con-
stitution. The Citizens’ Assoclation
voices our sentiments when it says:

“It I8 universally admitted that the
present Constitution of Illinols, adopt-
ed forty-three years ago, has long
been ~itgrown: and that the slow and
difficult process required to amend it
has for many years seriously reiarded
the progress of the people of the State
by deprivicg them of the power to
properly meet new governmental
needs arising from the changed condl-
tions. The accumulated evils arising
from this situation have now become
so numerous and acute that adequate
relief can be obtained only by revising
the Constitution In such a way that it
will cease to be a hindrance to good
government. Such necessary reforms
as the abolition of the system of mi-
nority representation in the Legisla-
ture; revision of the texation system:;
consolidation of local governing and
taxing bodies; and reduction in the
number of elective officers can only be
secured without intolerable delay by
modernizing the State Constitution.
Adequate powers of home rule for
Chicago can also best be secured by
this State-wide method.

“For forty years proposed amend-
ments have killed each other off. One-
third of the membershlp of elther
house has been able effectually to
block any desired change in the Con-
stitution. The irksome restrictions
{mposed by the present Constitution
bear down upon Chicago with almost
crushing force., Because of them Chi-
cago is compelled to maintain, at a
¥YASL unnecessary expense, three sep-
arate and distinet governmental
bodies covering practically the same
territory; viz: the City, County and
Banitary Distriet. In our opinion the
time ls ripe now for holding a Con-
stitutional Convention in Illinois as
the best means of affoerding adequate
relief to the people of the City and
State. At the next session of the Leg-
islature we will do everything In our
power to bring about the calling of
such a Convention, which this Asso-
clation has favered for many ysars"

Judge Henry Horner of the Probate
Court has lgsued an order which Is
expected to Increase materially the
tax revenue of Cook county, facllitate
the work of the taxing bodles and re-
lieve the state's attorney of tedious
and vexatious detalls.

This order requires that before an
attorney be permitted to close an es-
tate, he be required to file with the
Probate court receipts for the payment
of all taxes due or surety for the pay-
ment of taxes not yet due,

Reports have been made to Jacob
Lindhelmer, ussistant county treas-
urer, that many estates have escaped
the payment of taxes by belng dis-
tributed before taxing authorities dis-
covered the county had something
coming. After distribution, no collec-
tions could be made. On receiving
this report, Mr. Lindheimer went be-
fore Judge Horner and urged a rem-
edy, with the result of the order for
the filing of receipts,

John A. Cervenka, clerk of the Pro-
bate Court, has sent out the following
notice to the publie:

The records of the office of the Clerk
of the Probate Court of Cook County,
show thousands of unsettled estates
covering a period of more than twenty
five years past., This is contrary to
law and they should be settled and
closed at once. It may appear that
many persons entitled to distribution
have not received their shares and In-
terests in such estates,

The law requires that accounts
showing the administration of estates
be presented for settlement at the
first term of the Probate Court after
the expiraticn of one year after the
date of the lssue of Letters. The
Statutes further provide that the Pro-
bate Court shall enforce the settle-
ments of estates within the time pre-
scribed by law.

It |8 the intention and purpose of
this office to make a determined effort
to close every one of such estates.

COLONEL HODGES’ NEW JOB
