Charles Lathrop Pack, financler,
worker in many public-spirited move
ments and one of the fathers of the
conservation movement, was unanl
mously elected president of the Amer-
fcan Forestry association at its re
cent annual convention in Boston.

Mr. Pack makes his home In
Lakewood, N. J.,, and Cleveland, O.
As one of the active organizers of the
famous conference of governors, held
at the White House In 1908, he was
instrumental in giving impetus to the
cause of the conservation of national
resources. He was president of the
Fifth National Conservation congress,
held in Washington, D. C., in 1913, and
his administration of the affairs of
the congress brought about notable
achievements in the matter of for-
eatry and water power conservation.
