The aldermanie, judicial and Mu-
nicipal Court act amendment ballots
will be used In all parts of the city.
The Lincoln Park bond Issue ballot
will be necessary in the Twenty-first,
Twenty-second, Twenty-third and
parts of the Twenty-fourth, Twenty-
fifth and Twenty-sixth wards. The
small park ballots will be used In
parts of the Ninth, Twenty-fifth,
Twenty-sixth, Thirty-second, Thirty-
third and Thirty-fifth wards,

The park consolidation act passed
by the legislature in 19156 will not
come up for action at the Aprll elec-
tion. The city council probably will
seek to have It put on the ballot at
the June Judicial election, $

The Municipal Court act amend-
ments which will be up for action
Include a provision making it possible
to obtain service In a certain class
of cases on any member of a family
over 12 years of age, and a provision

Nearly half the water pumped, ac-
cording to the engineers,: I8 wasted
through leaks, carelessness of con-
sumers, and widespread extravagance
In the use of the water,

The report s slgned by E. W, Bemls,
publie utility engineer; Ray Palmer,
former city electriclan, and Henry W.
Clausen, asslstant city engineer.
Thelr principal recommendation I8 to
make the installation of meters com-
pulsory all over the city.

“A serious problem confronts Chi-
cago,"” the report says. “During the
