The Essanay studios are equipped
with artificial lighting facilities which
enable its producers to stage plays
in all sorts of weather, while the days
of sunshine are devoted mostly to
exterior scenes. QGeorge K. Spoor,
president of the company, has been
n persistent boorter for Chicago on
account of its central location.

“l1 have always belleved that Chl-
cago Is the natural distributing center
of the United States,” he said, “and
for the shipment of goods excels any
other Amerlcan city for centraliza-
tion. 1 closed my western studios
and increased my Chicago holdings
because I want the plays produced
by our company to be as close to the
distributing center as possible.

“It Is not necessary to go to Call
fornia for sunlight; artificial light
makes an ideal substitute, and you
need not fret over rain and clouds.
