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FOR A CONSTITUTIONAL CON-
VENTION.

llinois needs a new constitution.
The Cltlzens' Association of Chicago,
in ita forty-irst annual report, has the
following to say on the subject, which
volces the sentimegis of mnm good
cltizens:

"Greatly to our regret the General
Assembly fajled to submit to the peo-
ple of the state the question of hold-
ing a constitutional convention. The
convention Joint resolution introduced
by Senator Bdward C. Curtis was
adopted by the Senate on March 11th
by an almost unanimous vote, But
when the matter came to a vote In’

the House on March 31st, the vote ot
the joint resolution was 52 In favor
and 32 opposed, with 29 members ab-
sent or not voting. Thus the meas-
ure falled by the narrow margin of ten
votes to receive the 102 votes con-
stituting the two-thirds required by
law.

“We are informed by the officers of
the Constitutioual Convention League,
which had the convention campaign
in hand, that the league had recelved
assurances from 1056 members of the
House that they favored the submlis-
sion of the convention question to the
people; and that most of these were
in the form of written pledges to vole
for the necessary joint resolution. Ac-
cording to the league, 17 representa-
tives who had given such assurances
either opposed the resolution or failed
to vote on it. Fourteen of these, nine
of whom represent Cook county dls-
tricts, had given unqualified written
pledges.

“Qur bellef in the necessity of hold-
ing a constitutional convention has
not been shaken by this temporary de-
feat, Sooner or later—and certainly
before very long—the small minority
of the legislature which has had the
temerity to refuse to allow the peo-
ple of Illinols to decide whether they
desired a constitutional convention
will have to give way.

“We shall continue to do our ut-
most to bring about the calling of &
constitutional convention because we
are convinced that the convention
plan affords the most practicable
means of securing a shorter ballot;
better and more economical local gov-
ernment through needed consolidation
of the city, county, Sanitary District
and other taxing bodies of Cook coun-
ty; and broader charter powers for
Chicago that are necessary to the
city's welfare.”
