Not wishing to compete with the big
bhanks, Irresponsible people are starting
up small banks In the outlying districts
of Chleago, from time to time, This
practice hns bhad disastrous results
upon the business and finaocial ioter-
ests of the entire city. Many bundred
small business wen and traders have
been rulned by this class of lpstity:
tions.

This nefarlous practice sbould be
stopped and the ouly way to stop It Is
by municipal legislation.

A provision ought to he made In the
city charter authorizing the city under
ita police power to regulate the estab
lishment of banks and creating |In
Jursaance of this work a board for
the sxamination of all proposed new
banking concerns, Bnch & board
shonld be given ample power to exam-
ine Into the financial standing of the
promoters of these institutions, and

none should be allowed to be llceused
unless such as could show assets ample
for the carrying on of their business,
sufficlent to cover the amount of thelr
depoaits, and sound and substantiul
suvugh to thoroughly protect thelr
depositors,

There cun be no gquestion as to the
right nnd the justice of the city to
exercive such power under a properly
constructed charter provision. If the
city has the right to regulate plumb-
ers, to reguiate enginecrs, to regniate
the elctrienl business, to reguinte pawn:
brokers and the scores of other busl-
ness enterprises and industries over
which It exercises unquestioned super
vising powers, It certainly has a per
fect right to reguliate the banking busl.
ness, which Is of far more Importance
than anything In the line of business
in the city. because upon the legitimate
and honest business methoda of these
institutions depends the welfare of the
entire city In Its business and commer
cinl life, while methods of a contrary
kind Indulged In by small, irresponsible
specniative concerns only results In
fallures that Involve Injurioualy the In-
teresta of the entire community. How
often have we seen It that the fallure
of one of these little banks, started
apon insecure and Irresponsible founda-
tions, and boomed by fraudulemt and
false representations, bave dragged
down to ruin bundreds of good, hard:
working, thrifty and deserving citizenns.

The licenses Imsued by the examin-
Ing board, which, of course, should be
composed of responsible citisens and
able financiers, should be of a eharae
ter that would he absolutely prohibl-
tive of all schemes and projects for the
estnblishment of phony concerng of this
kind.

C. Emil Ernst.
Mr, C. Emil Ernst, vice president
and treasurer of the Independent

Brewing Assoclation of Chieago, dled
on November 11th, 1916, at his res-
Idence in Chicago, at the age of 78,
His death was due to o complication
of diseases. The following sketeh of
his life appeared in a recent issue of
n German newspaper:

“Born In Neuwefer, Baden, Ger-
many, on October 10th, 1843, he came

to the United States at the age of 14.
He served as clerk for some years
upon his entrance into the commercial
world and In the early elghtles be.

the brewing business under the name
of the Ernst Bros. Brewing Company,
The interests in this concern were
sold to the United States Brewing
Company In 1882, In 1806 the Inde-
pendent  Brewing  Association was
taken over and In this organization
Mr. Ernst served as officer until the
time of his death.”

The death of Mr. Ernst removed
oneé of the foremost figures from the
brewing industry in this country, and
from the community in which he re-
slded a man of sterling worth.
