As a remedy for wasto he
recommended water meters. Tho test
of tho water pressure made in the
loop shows an Insufficient pressure,
but ho said that tho city was Install-
ing n large number of water mains,
nono under eight Inches, and these
would materially Improve tho pres-
sure

With tho opening of a now studio, the
third on tho north sldo, tho Essanay
company has choson Its two outsldo
establishments, ono In NUcb and tho
othor In Los Angolcs, preferring to
concontrnto Its efforts In Chicago. Ot
tho four promlnont concorns identi-
fied with tho film Industry, Sollg,

Kloino and American, Essanay
Is tho only company with a perma-
nent producing plant in 'his city.
Sollg takes tho pictures at his studio
in Chicago intormlttently, whllo in
Edondalo, Cal., ho produces plays con-
tinuously; tho American has Its stu-

dios In Santa Barbara, Cal., and con-

ducts Its business affairs In this city;
and Kloine'B producing activities are
In tho Bronx, Now York City.

Tho EsBanny studios aro equipped
with artificial lighting facilities which
enablo Its producors to stago plays
in all sorts ot weather, whllo tho days
of sunshlno aro devoted mostly to
exterior scones. Qeorgo K. Spoor,
president of the company, has been
a porslstent boostor for Chicago on
account of Its central location.

"I havo always bolioved that Chi-
cago Is tho natural distributing centor
of tho United States," ho said, "and
for tho shipment of goods oxcels any
other American city for centraliza-
tion. I closed my western studios
and Increased my Chicago holdings
bocauso I want tho plays produced
by our company to bo as closo to the
distributing centor as possible

"It Is not necessary to go to Cali-

fornia for sunlight; artificial light
makes an Ideal substitute, and you
need not fret ovor rain and clouds.
Whllo In tho past capital was repre-
sented mostly In tho east, thero Is a
trend toward this city In that direc-
tion. I bollovo that both manufac-
turer and distributor of motion pic-

tures logically belong In Chicago on
account of Its control location and
railroad facilities."
