“6. Drive more than six miles an
hour around corners,

“g. Drive more than six miles an
hour while approaching rallroad
crossings.

“7. Turn to left of a street car
standing or moving and go between
the car and the curb while passen-
gers are getting on or off.

“8, Park longer than the law al
lows.

“Thou shalt;

“9, Stop at all boulevards and rall-
road crossings.

“10. Drive only when in perfect
mental and physical condition.”

Other commandments, such as
“Thou shalt not try to fool the judge”
and warnings of like significance will

be added,
