Danger of Fire and Unnecessary
Waste of Gas Is Prevented

by Contrivance.

SPARK PLUG IS MADE USE 01

Connected With Coll and Battery,
Eliminating Necessity of Leaving

Torch Burning Advantageous
In Various Shops.

It is the prnctlco In somo shops tc
leave n welding torch burning with n
smnll flnmo when It Is not In use, ow-
ing to tlio time required for lighting
It. Asldo from tho clanger of Art
caused by this custom, It nlwnyf
wastes moro or less gas, which Is n
necessary If somo nppnrntus such at
that shown In the sketch Is provided.

Arrangement of Battery.

In tho primary
circuit Is connected n push button,
which may be located on tho floor,
preferably sunk Into It, so as to pro-
ject no farther than tho necessary dis-
tance for pushing tho button with tho
foot. Tho torch Is lighted by turning
on the gas and bringing tho nozzle
nenr tho spark plug, at the same time
pressing tho button with tho foot. Tho
tlmo required for this operation is
practictlly none, after tho workman has
becomo familiar with the location of
tho button nnd spark plug. In the
upper right-han- d corner of tho sketch
Is shown n simple method of making u
stand or rack for tho torch, which will
be handy In connection with tho light-
ing nppnrntus.

ROPE IS GOOD SUBSTITUTE

Some Emergency Device Is Often Nec-
essary After Shower to Prevent

Car Skidding.

A summer shower occasionally
makes It necessary for tho driver of a
passenger automobile or u truck to use
somo emergency devlco to prevent the
skidding and slipping of tho wheels.
At such n time It always happens that
tho tiro chains nro In tho garage nnd
somo makeshift lias to ho provided.

Ono tiro company suggests that In
such an emergency n ropo wrapped
around tho tiro at Intervals will give
the traction necessary and will do even
less Injury to tho tires than chains.
Tho ropo should bo reeved through
tho spokes nnd tied securely.

PHYSICIANS' TEST IS
USED ON MOTOR CARS

Stethoscope Emnloved to Exam

ine Hearts of Machines. )

Expert Tester Inspects Power Plant
of Modern Automobile With Much

Precision Slightest Unnatural
Sound Detected.

Automobile engineers In their never-ce-

asing efforts to attain tho high-
est degreo of perfection In motors
hnvo invaded tho field of surgery to
obtain an Instrument which will aid
them.

The stethoscope Is the Instrument
which has found Its way into tho
uutomoblle Industry.

It Is being utilized In tho final test
department of numerous motor car
factories.

Tho motor of nearly every car Is to-
day subjected to tho "stcthoscopo
test" beforo tho car Is pcnnlttcd to
lenvo tho factory. In the samo man-
ner that tho physician employs this
instrument In examining tho heart
tho power plant of a patient, for
"murmurs," tho expert tester exam-
ines tho power plant of tho modern
automobile.

With tho ends of the stcthoscopo
tubes In his cars, tho mechanic "goes
over" tho motor with precision. Just
as tho doctor oftentimes puts tho per-
son being examined through certain
physical exercises, tho motor Is put
through Its various paces nnd speeds,
tho tester meanwhile sounding It out
with his Instrument.

If the results of tho examination
nro not absolutely satisfactory, tho
tester diagnoses tho troublo nnd rec-
ommends tho remedy.

Tho stcthoscopo tests nro conduct-
ed In what aro known as silent rooms.
Theso rooms, though In tho heart of
tho factory, nro Isolated In such a
mnnncr as to bo practically sound-
proof. There, with tho nld of tho
stethoscope, tho trained car of tho
mechanic can detect tho slightest
unnatural sound In a motor.
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Change your tires from wheel to

wheel.

fllanco both ways on each cross
street, and If you'ro not on tho main
thoroughfaro slow down beforo you
cross.

Do not fall to test your battery with
a hydrometer every week. A reading
of 1,150 to 1,170 shows that battery Is
discharged.

Springs aro easily lubricated by
Jacking up tho body of n car nnd sep
arating tho leaves with a screw-drive- r

or tool.

Avoid aimless and unnecessary uso
of cars ; do n number of errands In ono
trip; carry purchases homo In tho car
to rcduco deliveries by tho stores.

When brakes squeak It Is usually
duo to dirt forced Into tho lining fabric
when pressed ngalnst tho drum. Often
this dirt can bo washed out with kcro
senc.

When putting on now tires, whero
all aro tho samo slzo, put them on
tho rear wheels and tho half-wor-n ones
on tho front wheels they will last
longer.

If gears or differential becomo noisy
n temporary relief may bo obtained by
using a heavier oil or grease, but this
troublo comes back as tho lubricant
gets low.

Stop when the street car ahead of
you stops, nnd stand still till all pas-
sengers getting off nro out of the
street In most cities this Is required
by ordlnnnce.
