In adjueting brakes some precans
tlons must be kept in mind, In the
ense of the foot-broke, which 18 gen.
erally the externnl or contracting
type, the bands bear on the exterlor
of the drums In securing the braking
effect. There Is generally an adjost-
ment on the exterior part of the
hrake 1tsell where the adjustment can

be made without any donger of
changing the throw of the lnkonge,
This is very lmportant, becnuse if
the throw or centers of the links are
changed (0 thelr relatlonship  they
will be aficcted by the motlon of the
springs,

Handy Device When Driving Car
at Moderate Rate.

Saw.Tooth Edge Engages Lip, Ratchet-
Fashion, Regardiess of Wear on
Lining of Band—Wearisome
Task Is Avoided,

In using a car with planetary trans-
misslon, it was found wearlsome to
keep the low-specd pedal down by foot
pressure when driving uphill or trave
eling through sand or mud. The pedal
was therefore equipped with a plece
of 34-in. sheet steel, with ears or
flanges on bhoth sides, by means of
which It was pivoted on s small pin
fitted through a heole drilled in the
pedal just below the pad. A long plece
of 14-in, sheet steel, with n number of

teeth at the end which engage n stoel
lip serewed to the ear dash, was fitted
to the back of this member. The saw-
tooth edge cugaged the lp, ratchets
fashion, regnrdiess of the wenr on the
lining of the bund which the low-speed
pedal tightens around the drum in the
transmission,

To enguge the teeth, the driver
pushes the pedal forward until the car
Is on low speed, and then, with an
upward movement of the knee, he
causes the teoth to engage. To relense
the pedal, the pressure I8 applied on
the portion of the plate just below the
pivot, so that the teeth rise and dis-
engage, When deiving under ordinary
conditions, the dreiver's foot prevents
the teeth from dropping to the level
of the lp, und If he wishes to travel
on low specd for a few minutes, he
presses the podal forward in the usunl
way; but whenever he finds It necess
sary to truvel for a conslderable diss
tance on low gpeed, the teeth are al-
lowed to full, thus engaging the lp~
