How Georgle Came Marching Home.

As Hon, Geo. D. Wisg was for-
ward in denouvcing Congress for
ousting him, terming them robbers,
we cite the speech of Mr. COOPER
of Ohio, It seems that all bands-
including Mr, WIsE himself agreed
that be was not honestly elected.

Bat in disregan! of their duty. in viole-
tion of their oaths, and in frand of the
vights of these volers and of that great
constitnency, those officers so msnaged
that these voters were unable to pat their
ballots into the ballot-box.

any such proposition, There may bave
beou decisions adverse to the position
which the majority of the commitiee jtake
in this case, and which I trust this House
will adopt, bat there are precedeuts ou the
other side. Precedents in accvrd with the
recommendation of this committee are
sbundant on every haod, and they are e
pecially in accord with the unbroken line
of condnot snd decisivn upon the part of
this great House. Reference to a multi
tude of these authoritics is made inthe ma
jnl:]rily report. I have no time lo repeat
thoem,

THE €PiRIT OF THE LAW,
