TheJ'm Crow Car and the Colored
People.

[New Orleans Tribune ]
Surely tbe jim crow car law is an out¬

rage upon humauity; the law provides
for separation of the white and colored
races, but it also provides for equal ac¬
commodation, is merely a farce and
an outrage. As a minister, our profes¬
sion necessitates us doing a great deal
of traveling on the several railroads
operating in this State, and we can tes¬
tify that the L & N. and the <l A C. are
the only railroads except Governor
Warrnoth'a line that makes any pre¬
tense of equsl accommodation. The
Illinois Cent ral is the worse governed of
them all. We have, on several occa¬
sions, complained of the outrageous
manner in which tbe obnoxious seperate
car law is enforced op the Illinois Cen¬
tral. One* we filed a written complaint
with the officials of the road. The con¬
ductors and porters on tbe I. C. have
but little regard for separa'iig the
races in so far aa it applies to the keep¬ing ot white men out of the colored
compartment. On last Saturday we
took a trip to A mite City, and one white
man rode all the way from New Orleans
to Amite City in the Negro car, and on
several occasions two or three white
men left the white folks' car and came
into tbe Negro half car to drink whis¬
key or some other drink, and went into
the water closet. One of the old Con¬
federate veterans who was returningfrom Houston, came into the Nagro
compartment and exchanged coats;that is, be pulled off one cont and put it
in his grip, and put another on his
body. During the whole trip white men
were passing and repassing the Negro
comportment smoking and using ob
scene language. We earnestly appealto the Negro preachers to unite in peti¬tioning the I. C. authorities againstthese outrages. It is a shame for the
refined colored lady to be subjected to
such outrages and insults, but the lon
ger we bear it the worse it will be.

It further appears that on the
day of his death au operation was un¬
dertaken and the roan either died under
the operation or immediately afr«»r. It
certainly seems that an intelligentand fair m-nded jnry, with proper *x-
pafi ni deil testimony brought before
it, could not have found the prisoner
deserving the death penalty. Ivioughtime elapsed betwwn the blow giventhe dec. a-ed and his death for manv
other conditions to have carried him off.
Meningitis, cc-ebritis, abscess could
nave ocenrred. D<<ath from the opera¬
tion could have taken place or in conse¬
quence of it. Snch accidents bave 00-
curred where better conditions obtain¬
ed than in Parson*]' case. When a sur¬
geon takes charge of an ir j»ir*?d man he
becomes liable and, to a certain < xrent,
responsive tor what he does and for
what he fails to do.
We do not criticise the management

of Parsons'case bj his medical attend¬
ant or attendants, but we do say tbat,
with a fractured skull not relieved by
operation for twentv days, it would
have been a very doubtful question in
.ur in'nd, if we had beena juryman in

ase, to have di ci deil that Parson^'
death was entirely due ti> the* Nos

sd by Hopkin*. The i*i*.-*t*»ure was
gn ar, however as to the duty of our ju¬
ra a to hang somebody, as u number of
notable cases bad, iu rapid succession,been allowed to go unpunished. Poor
Hopkins was a lufra and had nefthfir
money nor friends sufficient to nive him
He was of no morw-nt to anyone, aud
the sss] sty of the law could be vindica¬
ted at tbe least expense, and so he was
swung off. Would thut this was tbe
end of it; but even after the execution ol
the death penaltj-after tbe poor fel¬
low had been deprived of Hs life to sat¬
iety the demands of the law-still the
laws of our State were unsatisfied and
made a further demand upon his body.According to a statute book the bodies
of paupers and criminals be¬
come the property ol the r*ha»*tered
medical institutions for purposes of dis¬
section in the cause of science; and
when the aged father of the dead man
.ame in from tbe country with a wagonto take the dead body of his son home
and give it Christian burial, he was em
ally refused this poor privilege and the
body was turned over to an agent ol
one of tha local colleges here for dissec¬
tion. Such a statute is a disgrace, and
the exercise of the rghr thus conferred
hy the school in thus wresting this dead
body from the pleading arms of its les¬
lie old father is absolutely revolting,rhe "cause ol science" required no such
*-ruel sacrifice as was made of this poorlld father's feeling!*, who in place of his
ion's body, carried back borne to his
.orrowing family a pitiful burch of
lowers that some one placed on the col¬
in of the dead Negro.
