rsther xeeommendation of the Walton
Law, it will prove itself s valuable ad¬
dition to our official literature and be
a prscticsl demonstration of what ths
Chief Executive of the State can ac¬

complish in securing obedience to our
laws.
Gov. O'Fbbball rightly opposes s

constitutionsl convention, snd his
reasons assigned are forseful and log¬
ical. He unquestionsbly reflects the
sentiment of ths msjority of the peo¬
ple of the commonwealth.
His reference to the splendid show¬

ing of the Virginia penitentiary under
the superb management of Superin¬
tendent B. W. Lynn is gratifying,
marred only by the following refer¬
ence which ia more a reflection upon
education than it is upon the people
against whom a lack of improvement

"While I am an earnest advocate of

the public free school system, 1 sm
constrained to say that its advantages
do not seem to improve the morals of
our colored people, or restrain crime
among them, for the number of color¬
ed criminals is constantly grow¬
ing larger, and of the sixteen
hundred and sixteen in the peniten¬
tiary on the 1st day of October, 1895
twelve hundred and seventy-nine wen
colored, which is a smaller percentage
of our .colored population than thu
average criminal percentage of thi
colored population of the norther!
and western States/'

ences to restrain crime The im
provernent in the condition of the ool
ored people is marked by a swell in
of their numbers in the prisons of th
South, due to the increased frictio
produced by this advancement.

This is true: bnt ever since the ballot
system was adopted in Virginia, until
the passage of the Walton law, all il¬
literate and blind voters were com¬

pelled to rely upon others who wese
not officers, and were not under oath,
to prepare their ballot The Walton
law gives them a sworn officer, undei
a heavy penalty, instead of a private
citizen, unbound by the sanctity of ar
oath There can be no force in tht
objection to the provision-only on tht
assumption that the official, being o!
the opposite party of the voter, woulc
probably prepare the ballot contrary
to ths directions of the voter; in oth
er words, that tbe special constable
being a Democrat or Republican, a

the cate maybe.will likely perjure him
self in the interests of his party. Thi
is a most violent assumption, and, i
carried to its logical conolusior
would cast discredit upon every jud*
who presides, and every witness wh

bring to your attention thegfre<yient
taking of human life without due pro-
eessof lsw within the borders of our
Stat* . Everv such act blunts the sen¬
sibilities of tneparticipants, and tends
to dry up the well-springs of morality
and break down the safeguards of so¬

ciety In Virginia lynching cannot be
defended ; it must be reprobated. This
Commonwealth has ever boasted of
the purity bf her judiciary and the up¬
rightness of her juries, yet the number
wno have suffered death by the halter,
without trials or sentences of her tri
bunal-of justice, has created abroad
the impression thst hsr judges and ju¬
ries cannot be trusted. or that her peo¬
ple are swayed by passion and uncon¬
trolled by reason ; that her law ia de¬
throned and lawlessness reigns "

And again:
"I know there is a crime too horri¬

ble to mention, so black as to cry for
vengeance; but even the commission
of thst crime csnnot warrant a resort
to mob violence, for justice with us is
certain, and will never miscarry, if
the law is allowed to take its course.'
Could higher ground betaken than

that ? lt is the declaration of a great
truth. And again he clinches it with
the following:
"But lynching has not been confined

by any means to such cases ; for io the
last fifteen years only about one-third
of those lynched have met their death
upon charges of actusl and attempted
commission of this shocking crime.
Our list of executions without the pale
of the law is long, including both rac¬
es ; and. while some other States have
liss of greater length, this cannot ex¬
cuse us We cannot be jus ifled in the
sight of God or man by pleading that
some other people are worse than our¬
selves "

His Excelleacy is moved by patriot¬
ic impulses and make-* the following
able plea:

*'l invoke with emphasis the exer
cise of your power in stamping out thi
spirit which ia bringing reproach upoi
the honored name of this Common
wealth. Christianity demands it
public morality requires it; popula
sentiment exacts it."
He would supplement talk with ac

tion. Head what he says:
"1 recommend the passage of an ac

requiring every county or city to pa
into the Treasury of the State, for tb
benefit of the public free school func
the sum of $200 for each thousand c
ita population, not exceeding $10,(XX
for every lynching which may oecu
within itslimits, the same to be pru vic
ed for in its next annual levy.

I further recommend that tbe ei
pense of the military, if called out fa
the sheriff of any county or ths maye
of any citj, to protect a prison*
threatened with violence, shall be r<
funded to the State by said county <

city out of its next annual levy.
I further recommend that if ar

sheriff, jailer, sergeant, constable <

other officer, having in custody a pri
oner, shall permit any prison**** to 1
taken from his custody without e:

hausting all means ii. ni* power to pr
vent it. he shall be summarily sn

spend ed from office by the court
which he qualified, until a motion I
remove him shall be heard and dete
mined by a jury,"
Heiproves that he has drawn inspi

ation from the soil upon which he w
reared. Here is what he says:
"I further recommend that right

action for damages be given to tl
prisorcr. taken from custody as afor
said, if living.if dead, to his widow,
he leaves one. if not, to his heirs
against the officers from whom tl
prisoner was taken, on his offici
bond; and that upon the trial of tl
motion to remove said officer, or of tl
suit for damages, the burden shall'
upon said officer to prove that he e
haunted all means in his power to pr
vent the taking of the prisoner fro
his custody."
He calls attention to the fact th

there hasn't been a lynching in Virgi
ia since hs has occupied tbe gubern
tori al chair. His drfenseof hiscour
