The prisoners are clearly entitl.d
to a changs of venue, that is the trial
of the ease at some other place, bat it
is doabtful that Judge Orgain will
dare go contrary to the sentiment of
the county and grant suech a request.

Desperate efforts have been and are
being made to menufacture testimony
against these innocent people.

A BTUBBORN FIGHT AHEAD.

In the coming trial every ineh of the
ground will be hotly contested and
neither time nor money will be spared
to secure that justice to wnich eyery
eitizen is entitled.

We have been creditably informed
that the prisoners will be safely con-
ducted to Lunenburg C. H. and the
trial allowed to take place. Bhould
they be convicted, no trouble will en-
sue, but should they be acquitted, they
would be lynched. Steps have been

1t was caused by the burial of Mrs.
Luecy Armstead, the old family ser-
vant of Kev. Dr. Woodbridge, now de-
ceased, who was at one time rector of
the Monumental Church.
It seems that Miss Mary Woodbridge
who was nursed by this colored fami-
ly servant, insisted upon having her
mterred in the family section, in this
cemetery. BSuperintendent of the
FPoor, Robert W. Carter, objected and
others had to be consulted. It was
decided that a8 the Woodbridge fam-
ily owned the & ction, they could not
be prevented from Jaying to rest
theirin their “‘old black mammy.”
When the grave was renched, it was
found that no box had been lowered
into it. Before the white sexton
would do this, he went to the earriage
of Miss Mary Woodbridge, who insist-
ed that it be done.
Alter lowering the box, he walked
off and weuld not assist in lowering
the casket
The grave diggers refused to cover
up the grave, but upon the undertak-
er threatening to report them, they
proceeded to do their duty,
Rev. James H., Holmes,

: 1 pastor of
the First Baptist Chureh officiated,
went through with the solemn burial

sorvice. He is the only colored min-
ister ever known to have acted in this
eapacity since the cemetery was open-
ed for the reception of bodies. tis
presumed to have been in use for
more than s century. Fuoneral Di-
rector A. D. Price officiated and is the
only one of ecolor, who ever acted in
that eapacity.

The deceased was 118 years of age
according to her statement and had
been & member of the Daughters of
Zion ?iny_yenru. which was merged
into the Zion Travellers three and a
half years ngo.
