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We your brethren in this great- city.
living in the very center of com¬
mercial enterprise, and in the verj
gateway of the nation, where it will be
admitted that we have an opportunity
to study the perplexing economic
question*, which constitute the pre¬
dominant issues in our present politi¬
cal struggle, feel it a duty anel a privi¬
lege to make this personal appeal to

}rou in behalf of our country that wt
ove sowell, and for which our fathe r»
were willing to pour out their life
blood upon the altars of war and of
sacrifice.
Not since the days of the "Immortal

Lincoln" and the'Invincible (Jrant.'
has this nation been in such a perilouscondition, as at the present tune. Not
only is our National integrity atstake,
and our standing among the nations of
the earth is about to be undermined,
but the prosperity of our country,
which has been the boast ofthirtj
y»Brs. and the happiness of our homes,
which has been the joy ol every Amer
ican citizen, are about to be
away from us by thecnthusiasm ol
misguided patriots We have always
prided ourselves in keeping f nth witii
all nations, in the observance ofOW
treaties with the powers of the Barth
and with all peoples in the soundness
and honesty of our national currency
But misguided political cntlu
have come to the front, who seem to
have no respect for treaties, nor for
financial honor, and whose plans it
they obtain will not only impair our
standing abroad, but will bring panic
and disaster to our homeB and to our
Government. The Afro- Americans
cannot take refuge in the thought
that, such a condition if it obtains,
would affect only our white brut bren
in the land. As cit zens of one com¬
mon country, any condition of disas¬
ter which affect all. If a panic comes,
which will be the inevitable result if
the Free Silver Party predominates,
the poor is more likely to be affected
by it than the rich. And since we c -n
stitute very largely the former class
our suffern g wouid be inde cribable.
We therefore appeal to you to support
in this pre«ent campaign the Republi¬
can Party, that stooel by us not onlj
for our liberty during the war, but al!
throughout its subsequent history in
this country, and vote for McKinley
and Hobart, honest and christian men,
wise statesmen and true republicans
of whom the whole nation should be
proud.
The issues in this campaign are noi

confined to race or party : but they are
issues which concern every citizen in
the land irrespective of party or of
race. Let us, therefore, rejoice as
American Citizens, that there has
come a period in American politics,
and in the discussion of grave econom¬
ic questions when no appeals to thc
Negro as a race, against whom all the
predjudices in politic and in soci¬
ety have been directed for the
past decade, can succeed in influenc¬
ing the will of the voter ; but when we
can all meet upon common ground in
the discussion and in the settlement of
these vital questions affecting the weal
or woe of the Republic The Demo¬
crats cannot as they have in previous
campaigns raise the ery of "Negro
Domination" or "Negro Supremacy."
The issues will not admit of any such
fuUe alarm, and circumstance*) will
force our saomieM as well as our
friends to take high gro-tnd In the con¬
duct of this campaign.
The present disturbed condition of al

fairs in the settlement of our monetery
policy ; tlie perils which threaten our
National honor abroad ; and the disas¬
ter which the victory or the Popocra¬
tic Party anticipates, gives us again an
opportunity to cast our infiuence upor
the side of right, and vote for thal
party whose platform and policy em
body the salvation of our National
honor. As we have shown excellent
courage in the days of Colonial disas¬
ter, when British tyrants sought tc

suppress American manhood, and te
bring the infant repub ican under the
despotism of King George ; as we have
demonstrated our heroism and patri¬
otism during the Civil War by the
blood and sacrifice of more than 2tx>
DOO Afro-American soldiers, who per¬
ished upon more than 200 battle field*
in this iand to save the Union, when
its salvation trembled in a balance;
and as the public record in every state
of the Union in which we live, will
furnish evidence that we were nevei
wanting in courage when called upor
to stand by the right and by hemes!

Therefore, there can be no just reason
now, to believe that Afro-American,
will be found to falter in thia the Na¬
tion's greatest crisis since the dav
when the "Immortal Lincoln" signed
the Emancipation Proclamation, and
gave freenlom to our enslaved ances¬
tors. Let us show to the Americar
people as well as to the christiar
world at large by our conduct in thu
campaign, that the Negro can be re¬
lied upon ; not only in the hour ol
peril which threatens the destruction
of the Nation and the repudiation o'
her international honor; but that he
is indeed among the safest and mosi
reliable racial element which eonsii
tutes the body politic in this republic
so that when the impartial historian
shall write the life of the republic, he
shall stand prominently out among the
number of the republic's truest friendi
and fearless defenders.

Tc*>*r.hlik*K Them English.
Whe simple and effective method of

teaching English to the children of Ital¬
ians, Portuguese, Polish and German
Jews used in the north end schools of
Boston might profitably be adopted by
other cities which are obliged to face
the fact that within their borders are

thousands cf foreign children who know
nothing of the customs, institutions or
language of this country. A writer in
the Boston Transcript thus describes the
method:
The children, within a few days after

their arrival, are sent to the public
sohools, as a rule without compulsion,
and here they are first of all taught the
English language. It is demo hy a sys¬
tem of object lessons. The teachers in
the elementary rooms are young women,
aa men would not be patient enough to
accomplish tho best results.
The teacher may point to her eye and

Bay, "Thia is my eye," repeating it sev¬
eral times and requiring the pupils tc
repeat it in unison. Other portions of
the body are pointed out in a similar
manner, and then familiar objects in
the room are in the same way brought
to the attention of the children.

Later, when they have made sufficient
pi ogress in the language, it becomes de¬
sirable to teach the different tenses. To
accomplish this, a boy or girl is directed
to run slowly round the room, when the
teacher and children say in unison,
"That boy is running," repeating thc
sentence several times. The boy is then
told to halt, and the teacher and pupil,
say in unison, "That boy did run;"
again, "That boy is standing still,"
"That boy eau run," "That boy is
walking," "That boy walks fast," "J
esau walk," "I can run," "I did walk,"
etc.
These and other sentences, as the.

are spoken, are written on the black¬
board by the teacher, and the pupili
write them on their slates. Thus the,
are taught the language and taught t<
spell, tread and write almost simultane¬
ously.

The compass plant is one of the odd
est creations of the vegetable king
dom. It derives its name from the fae
that its leaves always point direct!]
north and south. So if you are out oi
a western prairie and lose your wa]
just look for one of these plants and re
member that they always point in thi
directions indicated. Botanists oal
this curious plant Selphium laoinia
tum. It is unpretentious in appearance
and bears'yellow flowers that are no
unlike field daisies. It has a remark
ably thin leaf, so thin as to be notice
able even to the untutored eye. Thi
compass plant is really a wester*
flower and is indigenous to the prairie
of that aeotton._
