There is little
doubt that tothe faithfal support of
the coloured voter the victory of the
Republican party is due, Whether the
coloured citizens of the States will get
any larger measurs of justice from the
Republiean party than from the Dem-
oeratic perty, or whether they will ge-
cure justice at all before they run and
elect their own representatives, can be
discussed at anotheér time.

Then the air reflects jnst
as A glass mirror or a body of water
wonld, if it lay between the eye and the
trees or ship.

This explanation will give you & gen-
oral ides of the cause of the mirage, In
the oase of the desert the alr
mirror is believed by the observer to be
water, and the image changes lis place
a8 you go forward just as a reflection
would move as you advanced on a glass
mirror. In the case of the ship the air
mirror seems to be above you and re-
flects the ship, which is really out of
sight over the horizon. But I do not
