The armature of the first electro mag-
net is ah iron rvod about 8 feet long,
which is suspended vertically.

Now, it may be that lady jonrnalists
are peculiarly gifted in the art of
“*dashing off’’ things. It may be, too,
that we are rather slow in our notions
of the work necessary to make a com-
petent journalist. But we open our
bearts here and now confess that in all
our experience of newspaper people—
and we modestly claim to have known
some famons ones—we havo never yel
met the person of either gex who could
‘‘dash off"" in a fow minutes n colomn
or so and get paid for it. The chances
are a thousand to one, on the other
hand, that the dashed off article will
be incontinently daehed into the waste-
basket by any editor who knows his
business,

No brethren, likewise sisters, it cam-
not be dome. The only newspaper writ-
er who can prepare anything that any-
body wunta to read is he who takes ev-
ery possible pains with it. HMe must in
the beginning train himself to be infal-
lible in spelling, punctuation and pen-
manship. The writing and paper must
be neat, the penmanship as easily read
as print. The ouly soccessful writ-
er is the one who loves his work, who
toils over it as the artist toils over n
painting, with patience and enthuasiasm.
He will proctice till he can say in six
lines of pure, perfeet English what the
amateur wonld require half a page to
say. This is pelishing the gem.

And when he is not engaged in acto-
al writing the soceessful journalist
spends all the time he onn spare from
necessary rost and rocreatisn 1u getting
information to help bim in his work,
either out of books or by going te sce
something new. Real newspaper writ
ing moans all day work the vear round.

A Happy Thought,

Whose idea it was we do not know,
but the person who first thought of
beantifying railway stations with prassy
lawns and flower beds bad a real in-
spiration. Railway travel is dusty,
smoky and wearisome. The glimpses of
bright flowers and grass that the tired
passenger catches as he {8 whirled past
a station are like the sight of a fountain
in a desert.

The rallway flower garden in a rostie
region is often also an object lesson of
immense valoe to the natives slong the
line—we mean in localitiea where it is
the fachion to loaf in the railway sta-
tion and expectorate on tho stove.

In Spain shere ave life and color
and picturcsqoeness everywhere, apd
you think the Spuniard was born to be
an artist's model.

In the maxe of tortuous streets abtout
the market one sces somethimg of the
life of the people. There the white-
washed bounses are outlined ngeinst the
brilliant sky m rambling paspective,
and the gracefol tower of some parish
charch, its brown walls moss grown, its
bright tiles shining, riso sharp and clear
into the biue above. Durk maidens with
glossy bair and warmm celor in their
choeks gazo idly from the miradores
above npon the countless people in the
strects below.

The eobbler hammers and etitches in
his smoky little shop without window
or door, glasses click in the bodega,
sleck cows with mournfal coyes and
tinkling bells etand silently chewing
their ¢uds in the milkman's stalls, and
the dainty feet of shaggy donkeys patter
on the cobblo stones a. the patient lit-
tle beasts, beneath their panniexs of
straw or charcoal, thread their way
through the crowd. Yon wander along,
picking your way through the good pa-
tured assemblage, until you reach some
little plaza with its charch, where beg-
gars sun themselves upon the flagstones,
and the pucstos, or booths of the stieet
peddlers, with graceful, colored awn-
inge, are scattered picturesquely about
the pavement. Thero the damling sun-
light casts fantastio shadewson the yel-
low and blue walls of the bouses, mul-
ticelored pots eor festoons eof cotton
prints hang in the dingy shops, gallar-
dos—dandies of the street—gossip in
groups or ogle the passing maidens,
dogs gnooge in gupny spots and crowds
of idlers cluster pbont pome barvel or-
gan or blind guitarist.

One can linger for howrs in the streets
of Seville, watching the poople and
talking with thém, too, for the Anda-
lusinn of the lower clneses is the best af
fellows. There is a democratic freedom
in his manner, at opee 1 and
cordial, which is unlike the obseguioug-
ness or boorishness of the common peo:
ple of other countries.  He is slow and
even lazy, but he commands respect, and
nowhere can one meet such civility and
heartiness as is shown by the Andalu-
sian peasant. Bot you must unbend and
meet him balf way. Ho does not like
Saxon stiffness, and a cordial word or
the offer of w cigurette will accomplish
more than a handfal of silver.

When you go into a bodegs of the
people where aguardiente js sold at g
cent o glass, the Labitues all greet you
with g word of welcome, and the bar-
keoper gerves his liguar with a courtli-
oesi which is Chesterficldian. They are
rough #, those pommpep taverps

Chere one in particnlar, scros the
river in Triana, where the toughs of Be-
ville—the matoncs, they are called—
gather to drink and quarrel. They say
that every Sevillian who Is spoiling for
a fight goes there, and many are the
cutting affrays in which navajos are
drawn. With manfas wrapped about the
left arm, the duellists crouch pud slow-
ly follow each other around, w 1
the opportonity for the fatal spring,
just nsthey do in Carmen. This taberna
of the bullies is a Jow, dingy place,
spanned by high beams bLlackened by
ages of cigarettes and dirt. It is open to
the street on two sides, und supporting
the corner beams i8 an old Rowan col-
umu which Jopks as thoogh it may haye
been standiog sipee the ime of Trajan.
The floor is of dirt, and in one corner pre
a Jow table aud three or four cane seat-
ed chairs, There are dizty bottles on the
ehelves and cosrse prints of bullfightera
on the walls. Behind the bar is the
keeper of the resort, a low browed ruf-
fiun, with little wensel eyes, set close
together and a knife slash across his nup-
shaven choek., He looks a prince pf ent-
threats, but even he has a kindly greot-
ing and u civil word, as have bis ens-
tomers who lean npon the bar. But the
honest workman out for s holiday with
his best girl or the bourgecis aud his
friends picnicking in the environs un-
der the shade of olive trees, are really
wore interesting. These troe Andalu-
vians will always weleome @ stranger,
they will always share their sour wing
and sweet cakes, and the bright eyed
girls of the party will dancs the gruce-
ful Bevillana to the time of castapets,
and if yon speank Spanish you way chag
with them all and fec! when yon leave
that yom have met real friends.

The story that she wrote, or at least
collected, the famous poems is 8 myth
invented by ope pf the presumably good
lady’s descendapts. **Mere 1'Oye" wag
from time ocut of mind a character in
French fairy tales The name first ap-
peared in English in 1730, when the
prose *“*Contes de ma mere l'aye’’ were
translated ps ""Tuleg pf Passed Times
by Mother Goose.’' This book became
the preperty of Jobp NewDery of Laon-
dop, the famons ppblisher of little
books for children, and about 1766 he
utilized the trade pame by printing ng
a companion book ‘‘Mother Goose's
Melodies. ' The latter was merely a
collection of old English nursery rhymes.
From Englsnd it came to America and
was reprinted by Isamh Thomas of
Waorcester, Mass., about 1787, then by
Munroe & Francis of Beston about 1825,
pnd pow by every one. The fiction
about Mys. Elizubeth Goose of Boston
was started Ly Jobn Flint Eliot aboup
1860, ntterly withont proof or probabii-
ity, and has since been repeated, gain-
ing imaginary details at every stage.—
