THE MINISTERS ARRIVE.

Thne reporters for the daily papers
were in-the office of the ity Sergeant,
while Mr. Claiborne Epps and his dep-
uties in the brilliantly lighted rooms
were awaiting the arrival of the sol-
emn hour.

AROUSING THE PRISONER.

Proceeding to the door of the cell,
Joe Fife was sroused and_a black =uit.

CAMP JEWETT OPENED.

The Picturesque Tent City of the
Grand Army Veterans,

M'KINLEY ADDRESSES VETERANS

The Patriotism That Inspires Amer-
ieans In Defense of Thelr Natlon's
Honer—The Presldeat's Tribute to
the Soldlers of the South.

Buffalo, N. Y., Aug. 24.—Camp Jew-
ett, the picturesque tent city erected
for the accommodation of visiting vet-
erans, on the bluff overlooking Lake
Erle and the mouth of the Niagara
river, was officlally opened by Com-
mander-in-Chlef Clarkson yesterday
afternocon. The commander-in-chief
was escorted from his headquarters by
Mayor Jewett and other clitizens, and
by Bldwell Wilkeson post, of Buffalo,
and Columbla post, of Chicago, headed
by the regimental band of the Thir-
teenth United States infantry, which
is assigned to Fort Porter during the
encampment. As the commander-in-
chief entered the camp a salute of 15
guns was fired in his honor by the fed-
eral troops at the fort.

Buffalo, Aug. 25.—From dJdawn to
darkness, and from twilight so mid-
night, the great gathering of the Grand
Army of the Republic waxed greater

Wilessed Is that ocountry
whose soldiers fight for Rt and are
willing to give the best they have, the
best that any man has—their own lives
—to peeserve It because they love It
Such an army the United States has
always cemmanded In every crisis of
her histary.

“From the,war of the revolution to
the late civll war the men followed
that flag in battle because they loved
that flag and belleved In what it repre-
serdted. That was the stuff of which
the voluntear army of "1 was made.

“And 20 more than two milfon brave
men thus responded and made up an
army grander than any army that ever
shook the earth with its tread. And
then, as allies In any future war, we
have the brave men who fought
agalnst us on southern battleflelda,
The army of Grant and the army of
Lee are together. They are ons new in
fact, In peace, In fraternity, In pure
pose, and In an Invincible patriotism,
and therefore the country is In no
danger.”
