culty. Any vessel going should sal. at
tba earliest poaatbl* moment. San
Francisco la tba boat point to aoeure
the necessary outfits and t* aall from.
Th* whaler Thrasher, ready for aaa
and te good order, -can ba chart*red
now. Tb* widest discretion must be
given the commanding officer of tbe -ax*
peditlon for *ecuring tba outfit aad

Point and lt milea of tho former refuge
station.

With
this and th* provlaions of tba v***ela
there should be no starvation.

last year, while tbe National Demo¬
crats not only came within 100 of thetr
vote of 14.164 last year, but actually
made a gain of 2 per cent, in ratio to
the vote of the state, and obtaining
more than the necessary t per cont.,
will continue to bold a place on the
state ticket.
