WAR NEWS OF THE WEEK.

First Shot of the War Waa Fired by

the Nashville.
Washington, April 27.—On Wednes-

day of last week the portentious doe-
uments which plunge the United States
into war were signed by the president.
These were the resolution which rassed
both branches of congress ard the
president’s uitimatum te Spain. This
ultimatum allowed Spaln until Satur-
day to reply as to whether thay would
yield to the demands of this govern-

ment. The “haughty Spaniard” has

precipitated matters by refusing to ae-
cept the dJdocument. The rsolution,

which passed the senate by a vots of
43 to %5 (the nays belng those who fa-
vored Cuban recoguition) and the
house by 310 to 6 demands that the
government of Spain reiinguish its au-
thority in Cuba and withdraw Its
forces from the island. The resclution
declares further that “the people eof
Cuba are, and of right eught to be,
free and independert.” The effort to
force a recognition of the Cuban re-
public was defeated, and this govern-
ment disciaims desire te annex the
island. Senor Polo de Bernabe, the
Spanish minister here, demanded his
passports as soon as he was notified
that the resolution was naw the law of
the land. These were promptly fur-
nished, and the SBpanish minister and
the attaches of his legation left the city

“Uhn Thursday e feet at Key West
received orders to prepare for a block-
ade of Havana and othar Cuban ports,
and the work of preparation was rap-
idly proceeded with. Shortly after ¢
o'clock Friday morning the fleet salled
away. There was a wildly patriotic
demonstration in Havana Thursday
night, and General Blanco made &
speech 1o the people pledging himself
to lead them to victory or die In the
attempt to repel the Yankee invaders.
The Hollogd submarine boat had a
highly successful official test in Raritan
bay. Hon. John Wanamaker tendered
his services to the governor of Penn-
sylvania, agreeing to ralse o regiment.
General Woodford, our minister to
Spaln, left Madrid, the Spanish gov-
ernment refusing to accept President
McKinley's ultimatum and presenting
Mr. Woodford with his passperts.

The first shot of the war was fired
off Key West on Friday last, and it re-
sulted In the capture of the Spanish
steamship Buena Ventura, lumber
laden, by the gunboat Nashville. The
prize was towed to Key West and her
crew of 2§ were made prisoners of war.
Captain Sampson, commanding the
North Atlantie squadron, was pro-
moted to the rank of rear admiral
It is understood, however, that the
promotion is to last only during his
pregent service, and It s made to
avold embarrassments in the near fu-
ture. A permansnt promotion would
“jump” a number of deserving officers,
which the navy department wishes to
avold. F. Augustus Bchermerhern, of
New York, presented to the govern-
ment, without compensation, his mag-
nificent and speedy steam yacht Free
1ARTS..

—ZAnother important event of Friday
last was the issue by the government
of an identical note to foreign govern-
ments announcing the blockade of Ha-
vana and other ports. The nots also
desolares that this government will not
resort to privateering.

The camp on Chickamagua battle
field Is rapldly filling up with troops ef
the regular army. The camp has been
named by Cemmanding General
Brooke camp George H. Thomas. The
report that Fitzhugh Leée 18 to be made
a major general of volunteers is halled
with delight by the seldiers and by
citizens generally.

The events of Saturday and Sunday
last were the capture of several Span-
ish merchant vesaels by the flest now
blockading Havana. The vessels cap-
tured were the steamer Pedro, by the
cruiser New York; the schooner Ma-
thilde, by the torpedo boat Forter; the
steamer Catalina, by the cruiser De-
troit, and the steamer Miguel Jover, by
the gunboat Helena. All were towed to
Key Wast, the schooner Mathilde be-
ing taken to that place by the news-
paper dispatch boat Dauntless, formal-
ly noted as a fllibustering steamer, An
axciting incident for the men of the
fleet was a chase after the Itallan man-
of-war Glovanna Bausan, which all be-
lleved to be a Spanish warship. The
sallors were elated over the prespeot
of a naval engagement, and were
greatly disappolnted when the Itallan
vessel run up the Stars and Stripes
and fired a rear admiral's saluts In
konor of Admiral Sampson. The reve-
nue cutter Winona captured the Span-
fsh steamer Saturnina at Ship Island,
Migs.

“The Spanish government issued a de-
eree at Madrid on the question of priva-
teering. The government adopts priva-
teering In fact, but not In name. The
royal decree asserte that Spain main-
tains her right to have recourss to
privateering “when we consider it ex-
pedient,”” but “for the present only
auxillary crulsers will be fitted out.”
The decree gives American vessels in
Spanish waters 30 days in which to
take thelr departure, and ends with
saying that forelgn privateers will be
regarded as pirates.

It was officially announced last Mon-
day that Assistant Secrestary Roossvelt
will withdraw from the navy depart-
ment and take the fleld as Heutenant
colonel of a cavairy regiment composed
malnly of western cowboys. The eolo-
nel of the reximent will be Dr. Wood,
of the army. Assistant Secretary
Rooseavelt will joln his command In two
or three weeks, Commander John
Wynne, a . retired naval officer, was
appointed a prize commissioner, with
headquarters at Key West, to aet with
two others to ove appointed as a com-
mission to appraise vessels and cargoes
captured in the war. The navy depart-
ment purchased two more tugs for the
auxiliary navy. John Jacob Aster, of
New York. has ralsed amd equipped,
at his own expense, a battery of ar-
tillery, and will transport them to the
front when the government calls. It
was announced that the port of Fort
Monroe would be blockaded from sun-

Charles Emory Smith Snoceeds Mr.
Gary as Postmaster Gemneral,

Washington, April 22.—The president
yesterday sant to the senate the noml-
natien eof Charles Emory Smith, ef
Philadeiphia, ex-minister to Russia, to
be postmaster general in placeof James
