Hawaiian Resolution Adopt¬
ed in the House.

(From Our Regular Correspondent.)

Washington, D. C., Juna 20. '98
No person in Washington received

the news that Gen. Shelter's army was
oo Cuban soil with more pleasure than
did President McKinley. It is not a

large army, but it is large euough to
accomplish the purpose for which it
was sent; the men are splendidly
equipped and are all eager to disting¬
uish themselves. lt will require sev¬
eral days for Gen. Shafter to take up a

position from which aggres-ive opera¬
tions against Santiago can be started,
but it is confidently expected that
news of a crushing and decisive blow
being administered co the Spaniardswill be received durirg the presentweek. There isn't the slightest doubtin any quarter that Shafter will givethe Spaniards a drubbing that theywill remember as soon as he can get at
them.

MW INPRESS VESSELS.

While ueither the President nor anyof his advisers believe that the Span¬ish fl et which lett Cadiz several days
ago will dare to come to Cuban waters,its starting will hasten the capture of
Porto Rico. No chances are to be tak¬
en. If that Spanith Meet should cross
the Atlantic it would naturally endeav¬
or to make Porto Rico its base of oper¬ations, but, unless something now un¬
foreseen shall prevent the carryingout of present plans, Porto Rt»»o will
be in our possession before the Span¬ish fleet can possibly arrive there. In
this connection it may be well to state
that the steamship companies which
own vessels suitable for the transpor¬tation of troops are responsible for anydelay that may occur. They are plat¬ing hog with the government by refus¬
ing to charter their vessels to carrytroops, because they wish to sell th-m
to the government at fancy pricesThe government can, of course, im¬
press the vessels, leaving the comp'n-sation of their owners to be settled
hereafter, but up to this time the
President has not been disposed to re¬
sort to that method of obtaining ships,but it may yet become necessary for
him to do so.

HAWAII IB THE SENATE.

The contest over the adoption of the
joint resolution for the annexation of
Hawaii, which went through the House
last week by more than a two-thirds
vote, is now in the Senate. Howlongit will last depends largely up.in the
endurance of the Senators.less than
thirty in number.who have started
out, net to defeat the resolution by a
direct vote, but to provent a vote at
thia session of Congress. There can be
but one end.a vote and the adoptionof the resolution. The Senate could
not adjourn without voting on this
resolution, even if a majority of its
members desired to do so. No adjour¬
nment can take place without the con¬
sent of the House, and the votes of L\)9
Representatives for the annexation
resolution was a notice served on the
Senate that adjournment without ac¬
tion would never be consented to bythe House. In order to make the work
of the anti's as hard as porsible, it has
been decided that the friends of an¬
nexation shall allow the other fellows
to do all the talking.

the first Philippine expedition has^ar-rived at Manila As soon as official
news of its arrival is received Presi¬
dent McKinley intends to issue a pro¬
clamation declaring the establishment
of a military government over the
Philippine Islands, Not the slightest
apprehension exists in Washington
concerning the attitude of Germany
towards our occupation of the Philip¬
pines, notwithstanding persistent reit¬
eration in cable news of hostile inten¬
tion on the part of Germany.

NO KBIOTION.

There is not the slightest foundation
for the sensational story telegraphed
from Washington of friction between
Gen. Miles and Secretary Alger on ac¬
count of the conduct of the war. Gen.
Miles returned to Washington because
that was his intention from the first
and because President McKinley and
secretary AUer wished to consult with
him, and they are working together
harmoniously, as they have been from
the beginning of the war. Gen. Miles
is now arranging the final plana for
the invasion of Porto Rico, of which he
has decided to take personal com¬
mand.

PRESERVING EGOS.

A Way to Make Money.A Most Inter¬
esting Recioe.For Our Country

Neighbors.

Editor Planet:.
This is the first time I ever

wrote to a newspaper, but perhaps 1
can aid some by my experience. I
have been preserving eggs since 1894
on a small scale. I only had $4 with
which to start, but people are glad to
get a little money on any scale these
days. L-ast summer I preserved ten
whiskey barrels full of eggs. Theyheld 1500 dosen and cost o>£ cents a
dozen or $97.50 for the lot. The pre¬servatives cost $18.50, total $111 00. I
sold tham in December at our house
store for 183ts a dozen, total f270 00
made from the $4 I started with in
1894.
This is my receipt: take 30 gallonsof water, add 6 pounds of salt and 4

ounces Per-Aigrette, dissolve the Per-
Algretta into two gallons of boiling
water and pour into the cold water,
making 38 gallons in all. This will
preserve two barrels (300 dozen eggs)putting 19 gallons in each barrel, and
add the eggs as you get them in snd
let them stay covered with the solution
until vou are ready to sell them. Tell
your druggist you want powdered Per-
A Igretta It dissolves best.
Next year I will invest my $270 in

eggs and by selling and reinvesting it
ail for two years I will have over 1500
and with that capital I can clear ft2000
a year.
Now. Mr. Editor, why can't anyonedo well at this business anywhere, as

eggs are used every where, and always
sell much higher io winter than in
summer. I hope many of your read-
era will try this on a small scale and
let us hear through your valuable pa¬
per tba result of Chair experiments. I

know they will succeed because you
cannot tell eggs preserved this way
from fresh egRS. W\
