A QUIET, DIGNIFIED CEREMONY.

e Werk of the Evacuation Commis-
wion Now Over, and the IRReports W11
Be Forwarded to Washington—The

" MAmmericans Workod Without Delay.

Ban Juan de Porto Fico, Oect. 19—
#Fromptly at noon yesterday the Amer-
foun flag was ralsed ever San Juan.
“The ceremony was quiet and dignified,
sasmoarred by disorder of any kind.
The Eleventh regular infantry, with
two batteries of the Fifth artillery,
Banded In the morning. The latter pro-
woeded to the forts, while the Infantry
MMned up on the docks. It was a holi-
<day for San Juan, and there were many
People in the streets.
Rear Admiral Schley and General
‘Gordon, accompanied by their stafls,
wroceeded to the place In carriages. The
Hleventh infantry and band, with
"roop H, of the Sixth United States
cavalry, then marched through the
wtreets and formed in the square oppo-
mite the palace. At 11:40 a. m. General
Brooke, Admiral Schley and General
“Gordon, the United States commission-
eTE, came out of the palace with many
maval officers and formed on the right
side of thg square. The streets be-
#hind the soldiers were thronged with
townspeople, who stood waiting In
@ead silence. At last the city clock
=truck the hour of 12, and the crowds,
mMmost breathless, and with eyes fixed
upon the flagpole, watched for devel-
apments. At the sound of the first gun
Trom Fort Morro Major Dean and Lieu-
4wnant Castle, of General Brooke's staff,
Solxted the Stiss and Stripes, while the
band played the “Star Spanglod Bané

All heads were bhared and the crowds
«heered. Fort Morro, Fort San Cris-
®obal and the United States revenue
cutter Manning, lying in the harbor,
Xired 21 guns each.

Senor Munez Rivera, who was pres-
$8ent of the recent autonomist council
@f pecretaries, and other officials of the
Jate insular government, were present
=t the proceedings.

Congratulations and handshaking
ammng the American officers followed.
Ensign King hoisted the Stars and
Stripes on the intendencia, but all other
flags on the wvarious public buildings
were hoisted by milltary oMeers. Sie
multaneously with the ralsing of the
flag over the captaln general's palace
many others were hoisted In different
‘Pparts of the city.

The work of the United States evac-
uation commission i now over, and all
The reports will be forwarded to Wash -
imgton. The labors of the party have
terminated with honors for all con-
cerned. The Amerlean commissioners
worked without the least delay, and Iin
the most thorough and effective man-
mer., .

Bad Weather at the Western Me~
tropolis For the Celebration.

THE PRESIDENT'S RECEPTIOR,

e Though Not Down on the Program

For a Spooch, the Chlel' Magistrate
Was Compelled to Respond Briefly
to the Plaudits of the Multitude.

Chicago, Oct. 15.—Five thousand peo-
ple packed within the walls of the Au-
ditorium witnessed the formal launch-
ing of the peace jubilee yesterday. A
heavy drizzle, that at times changed
into rain, and then back into drizzle,
wis falling, the streets were filled with
puddies of water and a cold wind blow-
ing off Lake Michigan made walking
unpleasant. Notwithstanding all these
obatacles the opening of the Jjubliee
proper was a distinet and brilliant suc-
cens,

It was announced that the ceremonies
would commence at 10:30 a. m., and
fully an hour prior to that time the
street In front of the Auditorium was
packed with an eager crowd. After
the doors had been thrown open there
was a long walt for the speakers.
Finally they were seen coming down
the main aisle and the crowd broke
Into & cheer. Owing to a misunder-
standing it was after 11 o'clock before
Presldent McKinley entered the hall
'On his ride from the residence of Mr.
McWilllams the president was escorted
by the Chicago Hussars and the mount-
ed police. As the president entered the
hall his appearance was the signal for
an outburst of enthusiastic cheers that
lasted for several minutes. With the
president were ex-Governor Richard J.
Oglesby, of Illinois; Lafayette McWill-
jams, whose guest the president heas
been since his arrival in the city: Preai-
dent Harper, of the Chicago university,
and Thomas B. Bryan, of Chicago.

The Iadles of the party, comprising
Mrs. McWilliams, Miss McWilllams and
Miss Duncan, were in the box adjoin-
ing that of the president. In the first
box at the left of the stage was Gen-
eral Milea and in the boxes next to
him were the members of the diplo-
matle corps. Secretary Gage was In
a box in the second tier. Almost Im-
mediately after the presidential party
had taken their seats the Rev. Frank
W. Gunsaulus, chaplain of the meeting,
offered prayes.

Chairman Charles Truax, on behalf
of the jubllee commitiee, then made a
short opening address and introduced
Mr. George R. Peck as the presiding
officer. At the conclusion of his ad-
dress Mr, Peck introduced Mayor Har-
rison, who extended a formal welcome
to the president, wvislting dignitaries
and the strangers who had come to
Chicago to attend the jubllee.

Mr. Peck then introduced Archhishop
Ireland, of St. Paul, who received the
closest attention and was frequently
compelled to remain stlent until the ap-
plause that greeted his remarks had
subsided.

Then came Judge Emory Speer, of
Chicago. He was introduced by Chair-
man Peck, who fought against him
during the civil war, as “one of the
fighting rebels that were led by fight-
ing Joe Wheeler."

In the course of his address Judge
Bpeer said:

“The sunny land of my home Is very
dear to me, and I shall be very glad
to teslify to the devotlon and genuine
Americanism of its people; but now It
would appear to be superfluous. Here,
in this great American city, where the
people with plous hands gathered the
ashes of the Confederate dead:; here
where with civic bounty they reared the
funeral marble to guard and to im-
mortalize the sacred trust, secure be-
fore numbers of that noble grand army
of veterans whose comrades reverently
attended on the pathway to the tomb
the pale, inanimate form of Winnle
Davis, the daughter of the Confed-
eracy: here before those who, with
sons of Confederate veterans, aye, and
with Confederate veterans themselves,
were aligned under the starry banner
of our united country against the com-
mon foe, with acts then so eloquent,
no tengue less than divine could add
one thought to quicken the fancy or
stir the soul of the unlen loving patriot.
Let me then speak, not as a southern
man, not as a x-Confederatee soldier,
but as a citizen of our reunited country.
Jet me thus speak for other millions
of southern men whose hearts are In-
flanTed with the same patriotism as
that which anilmates yours on the swift
victory #ud glorious peace we celebrate
today."”

to leave, but as <he calls continued he
returned, and comimg to the front of
the box spoke as follo™§:
“My fellow citizens, < have been
deeply moved by this great Jemonstra-
tlon. T have been deeply toucred by
the words of patriotism that have n
uttered by the distinguished men sd
eloquently in your presence. It is grati-
fying to all of us to know that this
has never ceased to be a war of hu-
manity. The last ship that went out
of the harbor of HAavana before war
was deglared was an American ship
that had taken to the suffering people
of Cuba the supplies furnished by
American charity. And the first ship
to sail Into the harbor of Santlago was
another American ship bearing food
supplies for the suffering Cubans, And
I am sure it is the universal prayer
of American cltizens that justice and
humanity and civilization shall char-
acterize the final settlement of peace,
as they have distingulshed the prog-
ress of the war.
“My countrymen, the currents of
destiny flow through the hearts of the
people. Who will check them, who will
divert them, who will stop them? And
the movements of men, planned and
designed by the master of men, will
never be Interrupted by the American
people.*”

As the president retired there were
calls for ex-Governor Oglesby, who
made a few remarks, closing with a
call for three cheers for President Me-
Kinley, which were given with a willL
The exercises were ended with the ren-
dition of “America™ by the band, the
audience standing.

During the afternoon meetings were
held in various parts of the city. One
at the Columbia theater was addressed
by General Miles, General Henry M.
Duffield and Booker T. Washington.
