The Increase of the Army.

(From Our Regular Correspondent.)

Washington, D.C., Dec. 26, '98.
President McKinley gave the Amer¬

ican Peace Commissioners, who
brought the official copy of the Treaty
of Peace to Washington, a cordial per¬
sonal welccm? and heartfelt congratu¬
lations on their successful work, and
assured them that the Christmas gift
they brought to'he American people
-was thoroughly appreciated. As a

further mark of his appreciation, he
v* ill give in honor of the Commission-
era a State Dinners! the White House
Io addition to the treaty, the Commis-
ers brought to the President a full
and detailed report of their work.

I'LSABINQ INrOBttATIOH.

The Commissioners were pleased to
learn that the opposition to the ratifi¬
cation of the treaty by the Senate had
practically all died out, and that the
treaty was likely to ba promptly rati¬
fied. Senators who have beer, quoted
aa intending to oppose the treaty have
assured President McKinley that,
."while opposed to our retention of the
Philippines permanently, they would
¦vote to ratify the treaty as noon aa »t
was reported to the Senate from the
"Committee on Foreign Relations, to
which it will be sent ad soon ai it goes
to the Senate, which will bi imme¬
diately upon the reassembling of Con¬
gress.

THE SPANIAKD3' MISTAKE.

The Spanish Peace Commissioners
will realise that a mistake they made
.wh^n they refused to sell us a small
island in the Carolines for a cable sta¬
tion, as soon as they learn th»t we have
a iKen possession of an island.Wake
Island.that will anster every purpose
and costa nothing This island is about
two thousand miles from the Hawaiian
Islands and about thirteen hundred
miles from Guam, being almost on a
direct line between those possessions.
As far back as 1851, Admiral Wilkes
-surveyed this island alerted title,
but the island being merely a coral
reef three miles long, has never been
occupied. but it in %U right for a ca¬
ble station, and President McKinley
bas sent oraers to Commander Taus-
eig, of tne gun-boat bennington, to
proceed to the island and take formal
possession. It is a coincidence that on
the 4th of July of this year, a transport
bound for Manila, stopped at Wake
Island to allow our soldiers to get a
-day's recreation on land.

CROOKED BUSINESS BTOPPKD.

President McKinley stopped a lot of
crooked Dusiuees when he ordered
that new franchise given by the local
authorities in Cuba, Porto Rico and
the Pnilippines, should be revoked by
.military authorities whenever they
were unfair in their terms or likely to
be against the best interest of the
islanders. A lot of unscrupulous spec¬
ulators have been engaged in the pur¬
chase of railroad, electric and other
franchises from impecunaoua mem¬
bers of local governments in the towns
on all of the islands, with the expecta¬
tion that ..he 0. S. would recognize
them. It is the President's intention
to prevent any robbery of the. island tor
that can be prevented by watchful¬
ness on the part of the authorities.

WANTED ANNEXATION.

Admiral Kampson, who has just re¬
turned from Havana, where he has
been on duty as a member of the evac¬
uation cjmmission, aays that while
.nany Cubans are anxious to set up an
independent government, the better
classes on the Uland, including most of
the men of wealth and prestige in bus¬
iness affairs, are practically unani¬
mously in favor of the U. 8 , taking
the island for keeps, instead of only
temporarily. Tilt* Admiral* own opin¬
ion is that the Cubans are ia no condi
tion, at this time, to successfully estao
lish and maintain a government of
their own, and, while he doesn't say as
much, the impression one gather? from
talking wi'-h nina, is that he doubts
whether they ever will bs.

THE INCREASE OF THE ARMY.

Chairman Hull has flied with the
clerk of the House, the report of the
committee on Military Affairs in favor
.of his bill for the reorganization and
increase of the regular nrmy, which
'waa not ready when the bill was re¬
ported to tne House just before its
-Christmas adj)urnrcent. The report
as very full, giving unanswerable rea¬
sons, in detail why the bill should be
passed. The following extract from
the report fully explains the nature of
the bul: "The bill fixes no maximum
strength for the whole army. Assum¬
ing that the government will require
about 100,000 men for defense of the
frontier, for coast defense and to main
tain our authority in the islands for
whose good order and government this
nation is now responsible, together
with a reasonable reserve force.

THE BILL'S PROVISIOIfS.

The bill provides for the require¬
ments of cavalry and infantry, the

number required for each arm of the
service, and s corps of artillery, for
our s?a coast batteries with two regi¬
ments of artillery for field batteries.
The Committee believe the organiza¬
tion as provided for in tiis bill will
make the most efficient military orga¬
nization, at the lowest cost to the tax¬
payer of any organisstion proposed by
sny bill before Congress." The esti¬
mated coat, if this bill becomes a law,
as there is every reason to believe it
will, in spite of democratic opposition,is $90 000.00 s year. Tho democrats
acknowledge the present necessity for
ail the troops th? Hall bill provides
for, but in their bill, they try to whipthe devil around the stamp by limit¬
ing th 9 regular army to 50,000 and pro¬
viding for the enlistment for two years
of 50.000 volunteers.

0CBDEMH8 REV. DB. MORRIS AND

Oohrt Street Baotist Church States Its
Grievances.

Lynchburg, Va., Nov. 18, '98.
To the Editor of Richmond Planet :
This is to certify that the Rev. P. F.

Morrie, D. D ,and followers and what
is kuown in this commuaitr as the so-
called "Eighth Street Baptist Church"
were excluded from the fellowship of
Court Street Baptist Church in a regu¬
lar church meeting held November 7,
1898.
The said P. F. Morris rebelled

against the authority of the church,
causing many others to emulate his
bad example, and because of this re¬
bellious position taken by the said P.
F. Morrio, he was waited upon by a
committee who du'y notified him to
appear before the cnurch ta give satis¬
factory explanation of his unchristian
"onduct. The same committee noti¬
fied his followers alike. They, one
and all refused to hear the church.
The church waited long for their re¬
turn, possibly six months, but in the
meantime they thought to take advan
tage of our grace and christian charity,
urti ed on by the Rev. P. F. Morris,
who depended solely and entirely up
on his sharpness and acquaintance
with many leading pastors of the state
and his friendly relation with them to
pull him and his followers through in
a church organization bo called. With¬
out letters of dismission or without
the comnlying with rule or order of
the Baotist Church ; yet, some breth¬
ren did actually come, and went
through a mock organization which it
palmed off on this community as a
real, legal and gospel organized
Baptist Church, which in fact, is neith¬
er.
The proof this statement is seen in

the fast that not a Baptist Church in
this city, white or black, or their pas¬
tors, recognize or hold any fellowship
with Morris and hia followers, and yet
brethren out of the city and in way off
communities seem to know more about
the difficulties and troubles here in
Lynchburg than pastors and churches
who live in this community. "Breth¬
ren, these things ought not to bi "

Not only does Morris depend on his
wide acquaintance and friendly rela¬
tion with the pastors of this state to
carry him through right or wrong and
glories in it, because he is a D. D. and
boasts of bis ability to carry it through
in the convention. We, the Court St.
Baptist Church take this method to let
the people know throughout the state
how the said P. F. Merris and the ao-
eilled "Eighth Street Baptist Church''
stand in this community,.that is ex¬
cluded.

All during last week, extra drills
were held daily to familiarise the men
of this command with the difficult
movements so as to make the bast
possible showing in the Review .by the
Commander-in-chief of all the U. S.
forces on land and sea. The Review
took place yesterday, and was a mem¬
orable one for the citizens of this oity,
being the occasion of the first visit of
the President to the United States to
the city of Macon, and the people were

proud of it. The houses were beauti¬
fully decorated and everybody put on

holiday attire to greet his arrival.
RKVEILLB SOUNDED.

At 5:20 A. M. Reveille was sounded
as the men hustled out to breakfast in
the darkness. At 6:45 s. m. the bugle
sounded forward march, and the long
tramp to the city began. It was a very
disagreeable march, as the men wore
their overcoats, and it was damp and
foggy. The city waa reached about 8
o'clock and here we had to wait nearly
an hour in the rain, the arrival of the
Presidential party. The President's
special reached the city at 8:40 and for
a while it seemed as it pandenorium
had broken loose '

THE CROWDS CUIZRXD.

The crowds around the depot cheer¬
ed themselves hoarse. Added to this
were the siren tones of every whistle
in the city as it proclaimed the arrival
of the Chief Executive. He was met at
tue depot by the Corns Commander,
Gen. Wilson and Staff, the Division
Commander, Cen. Bates and Staff, and
an escort by a detachment of two
troops of the 7th U. 8. Cavalry. The
6 h Va . was the tirst Regiment passed
by the President, and as his carriage
drawn ny four handsome 'boya' passed
our drum corps played the " Presi¬
dent march," while he and Mrs. Mc
Kinley bowed right and left as they
passed through the line of troops ata¬
ri med in Washington Square, where
Ike procession was to start from. As
the party passed the different. Regi¬
ment* their bands played "riail to the
Utief."
