BITS OF SCIENCE.

It Is now generally recognized that
the size of the brain is not an index of
mental capacity. More important than
mere bulk are the eonvolutions and
the depth of the sulel or fissures of the
brain.

Bnalls and worms are active agents in
distributing the spores of mildew, as
shown by observations of Mr. F. L. Ste-
vens, of the Tniversity of Chieago, and
published in the Botanical Gazette, He
observes that the mildew was distrib-
uted in the path they had followed in
crawling over the fresh leaves.

Oontaminution of air may readily be

determined by liquefaction. Prof. De-
war recently exhibited before the Royal
institution two samples of liguid air in
glass tubes. One wes made from alr
which had been washed to purify it
from dust, soot, earbonic acid and oth-
er impurities, and when condensed was
a pale blue liguid. The other was made
by condensing the alr of the lecture
room in whieh the audience was assem-
hled, and was an opaque, blackish fiuid,
resembling soup ix appearanece.
' Seventetn genuine diamonds have
been found along the gravel ridges of
the great lake region, and the theory ia
advanced that they have been brought
down from Canada to the places where
they were found by glaciers. Prof. W,
H. Hobbs, of the University of Wiscon-
sin, has begun a survey of the gravel
ridges of Qhlo, Wisconsin, Pennsyl-
vania, New York, Minnesots and Mich-
igan, with 4 vlew of discovering the
source of these diamonds. The Investi-
gation will be made under the diree-
tion of the Wisconsin geologists® sur-
vey.

CEYLON ELEPHANT HUNTING.

The elephant shooting of Ceylon is the
best iv the world and the easiest at-
tainable.

As & rule the Ceylon elephant does
not carry tusks and the hunter geta
little in the way of a souvenit. To be
sure he can bring bome the feet and
liave them made into liguor stands, um-
brella racks and cigar cabinets.

Experts say the Ceylon elephant hunt-
er should carry in his baggage 1wo
heavy double rifles, a single express
aad a shotgun. The best eclothing ia
green-drab drill, brown canvas boots
and s large pith hat., The cost of a
trip in the jungles is roughly estimated
at five dollars a day apiece.

The rcason all the Ceylon elephanis
have not been exterminated is that they
have been carefully preserved by the
government, which regulates the shoot-
ing according to the number of ani-
mals, The idea is to keep a constant
herd of 2,000 and when there is not an
excess of this number the shooting is
forbidden absolutely.
