Then Harrington, al
the head of his scouts, charged at tha
Filipinos and drove them out of theil
trenches, running far ahead of the reg
-alar troops until called back by me, ai
fa* feared they would be ambushed.

**A few days later Harrington took hli
isca to the front and after a hard marci
attopped for supper at four o'clock. Ha
wat down, leaning against a bank, ano
told the men to go ahead and be woulc
come in at mess call. Mess call sounded
but he did not respond, so his men wem
¦to look for him. They fountl hint
.still leaning against the bank, with hi;
bead resting on hia breast and his rilli
lying by his side. A stray manser bul
let had passed through hia neck, kill
ing him while he slept.

cessful tSiereeptieon lecturers in the
country snd there is only one eolored
man in this country to-day that lec¬
tures to more paid admissions than the
Rev. Pope, with the exemption of Prof.
B joker T. Washington
He haa travelled across the conti¬

nent twiee snd bas lectured both in
the United States snd Canad*. He is
not well known to the newspaperworld, because he alwsys avoids being
boomed by other men snd even toot¬
ing his own ho.n ; because he thinks
that men made by other men don't
last long. He believes that men should
keep ont of priat unless they have
st nettling to say that will benefit man
kind. If there is anything good iu s
man the newspapers will fl ad it ont
time enough.
The representative of the Plahbt

called to Rev. Pope's boarding-house
snd asked him tnat hs might give s
brief sketch of his success as a lectur¬
er for the benefit of the msny readers
of the Planbt and especially for ths
young men snd women of the raee.
Mr. Pope kindly receive*! us with

pleasant smiles and a friendly hand¬
shake, with whieh he alwaya greets
young men. I want to have sn inter¬
view with you to see what is the real
key to your aaccess as a lecturer snd
on the raee question and the cause of
lynching in tbe south snd this country
in general?
Mr. Pope.."As a general thing I

don't remember being interviewed at
all, exoept on one occasion, in a small
town in Missouri, and that was by a
good old sister, who mistook ma for a
"Hoodo Doctor* that had worked off
some bad medicine on her. She was a

reporter for the Blase: News, which
went te press every ten minutes.''
Reporter .Did the interview nelp

yon in your business?
Yes, it helped me to walk out ot

town, because she killed my lecturer
as dead aa a door nail. Well, to your
question, I hardly know what to say

REV. H. CHAS. POPE,
about my'elf as a lecturer, bnt I will
tell you a thing or two concerning my
life.

I was born in Edgefleld, S. C.. in '67,
became an orphan at the age of eight
and the age of twelve found me a waif
in the eity Augusta, Ga., peddling fish,
blacking boote, selling newspapers
At the ace of 10 was a deck hand on
the Savannah river ard afterwards be¬
came s cabin boy. Then my mind be¬
gan to roam. At tbe nge of 18 I wss s
pot washer on the old steamer "Ply¬
mouth Reek," whieh ran from New
York to long Branch. N. J. Before
the season was over 1 was second eook
on the same steamer.
The life in New York City was too

full of temptations for me, so then I
went te Trenton, N. J., where I be¬
came a waiter in the old Trenton
House. Prom that I became a travel¬
ling waiter, spending our winters in
the Everglades of Florida and our
summers along the Atlantic sea-board
and among the Adirondack mountain?.
1 have waited on table in all the lead¬
ing hotels from Boston to Denver,
from Denver to the Golden Gates. And
was always a great tip getter. All the
boys in hotels know what tips mesa.

Io 1888, I was waiting: in the Van
Dorn Hotel in Boston. When I was 21
rears of age, I was a "dude nf first
water," wearing a silk hat, patent
leather shoes, $40 suits snd working st
the wages $30 a month. I thought that
clothes made men, but an incident oc¬
curred which taught us different.
While waiting on a dinner party one

of the young men of the party said to
me "Happy," ss I was commonly call
ed, ''ramove the 'Deabraase.' " I
scratched my head snd began to fl*I
tbe glasaes with water, and all tnt
guests began to laugh. So I went to
the next waiter and asked him what il
meant. fben he explained it to me.
Then I cleared my table aad prepared
for the next course.
Next day T went down town and

bought me a spelling book and remain
ed in my room every night, all tht
winter. The following fall I was ir
¦achool at Harp ar's Ferry. W. Va., there
I rentaioed three years acd was thei
convested From there, I went to Wil¬
berforce ic Ohio.
In the summer of '82 I preached mi

trial sermon in St. Catherine's Onto-
rior. 1 pastored a ahort time in Kan
sas. In the fall of '93 I got a smal
outfit of pictures of the World's Fail
views and gave my first illustrated lee
cure at Roger William's College ii
Nashville, Tenn. My first lecture wsi
a success, whieh wss to me s gres
mistake. I loon got the "big head.'
But in six months time I was com
pletely bankrupt, laying hish and dr*
on the banks of the Mississippi, with
oat a dollar.
I had to travel deck passage from Jack
sos, Miss., to St. Louis, Mo. To maki
a long story short I was ju«t exactly
years buding out that I was a fool soi
(hst I wss indebted to the world fo
sking esre of ma, and not the worli
indebted to me. On one occasion afte
preaching a sermon one hour snd
half long, full of big words snd no goa
oel, s good old brother thst follower
in prayer taught me the lesson of m
ife. He got down on bis knees sui
¦aid: "On Lord ! Daniel's God, tess
hia young man how to preach God'
.*.ord, for this morning oor souls ksr
oeen fed on wind."
After I hsd 'finished preaching, s

dd fashioned sister said tome, "Bo:
,ou will be a man some of these d^y
mt now you sre the biggest fool thi
ass been ia town since the lsst eirci
vss here."
After thst, I slwsvs went on n*

*nd»i and asked t ie Lord to teach \

how to deliver His message.
Reverend, then what was your trou¬

ble?
I aimply need tad common sense. I

tnink one ef the mistakes in one edu¬
cation to day ls thst poor girls and boys
come out of sohool too full of theory
and not enough prastne; fer after all
this is s world of practice and experi¬
ence, snd not theory.
What is your opinion of B. T. Wash¬

ington's ides of educstion?
I have coree to the conclusion that

an induatrial education is bast for
ahe masses of both races. Trsdes sre
legal .tenders; snd we will siways bc in
demand more for good cooks than for
poets, more demand for farmers thsn
for oratora. It's the industrial spin¬
dles that move the wheel of the uni-

What is your remedy for the lyuoh-law?
In my opinion it's moral questions

are in other words s disease, whieh
time only ean change. One o' ths fi rat
thiogs is to teach the poor white man
of the south obedience to law. For si¬
ter sll, thia class of mea is responsible
for mil the disorder in the south; who
are backed upby hot headed politieans
who oontinue to heat their fire brands
of prejudice against, the Negro, who is
really a child that ie to be pitied for
their mistakea are of the head and not
of tho heart. But God in tbe end will
bring all things right.
