Trolley Lings Have Opened Up Seo
Many Subdivisions That the Cor-
nering of Valuable Property
Is Unsafe Gambling.

“There is no doubt that this capital
city will continue to grow, but there
will be no more fortunes made in real
estate deals. The ground in the fashb-
fonable morthwest section mow com-~
mands about five dollars per square
foot. It will command no more than
that ten or twenty years from now.
The city will continue to grow, too;
but the price of the ground will not in-
crease.” |

Therefore the home
bullding elerks will buy suburban
property Instead of buying city prop-
erty. This will cut off the work and
the profits of the real estate dealers.

“The splendid McLean Tesidence,
which was placed at the disposal of Ad-

miral Dewey during s visit to Wash-
ington, was originally built and occu-
pled by Boss' Bhepherd, in 1874, aftar
that distingulshed executive official
hed reclaimed the old Washington from

Projects are already before the cond
gress for the absorption of Alexandrin
county, Va., into the District of Columy
bia. The people desire readmission to
the district because half of the ex-
penses of the government of the Dis-
triet of Columbia are borne by the gen-
eral government, and consequently all
taxes are lower. This faet alone in-
duces the people across the river om
the Virginia side to seck the reestab-
Hshment of their property as a part of
the district. Consequently in the near
future the original ten miles square of
the district will be established.

These rapid
transit lines will bring many of them
back to Washington, because they can
build homes for themselves practically |-
within the city, on the heights newly
opened to substantial settlement,
