ist's, and she paints with conaiderable
qnlckness. So proflcientissheatwield-
lng tbe brush with her tongue that she
axcels at copying, and she possesses
several canvasea that would bring cred-
It to any copyiat. She ia especially good
at paintlng pictures of the Montauk
l»oint lighthouae, and thti little picture,
whlch takes her le*B than TJO minutes to
palnt, she sells to visltors for the price
of one dollar.
But lt is not only as an artist that

FinalTy, the petroleum should be passed
Into another vessel containing slaked
llme, whieh will abaorb tbe free chlor-
lne and leave the oil sufflciently deodor-

Bull dogs may be silenced or poisoned,
but his guards ar* ever faithfuL
Soon after the last robbery, Mr. Pin¬

son procured fonr snakes of the dead-
liest kind. He keeps them in a box ln
his store, invltlng all his customers,
particularly the negroes, to examina
them. He remaxks that they are great
rat catckera, and tells how he fastens
strings about the necks of the snakes
and turns them outin the store at night
before closlng up.
