Two Mod, Trapped in Cleveland's

Crib Horror, Rescued.

KNEW NOTHING OF THE FIRE

Thought They Were Doomed To Die,
But Worked Desperately To Dig
Their Way Out.Prepared To Eat
Raw Mule Meat.

Cleveland, Aug. 20..Adam Keet and
JosepK· Engine, two of a dozen or more
Worl .neu who were trapped in the
.water works tunnel 200 feet below the
surface of Lake Erie, by the burning
of crib No. 2, last Wednesday morn¬
ing were rescued from their horrible
position late yesterday afternoon and
are now lying semi-conscious at Hu¬
ron Street hospital. With careful
nursing the physicians say they will
soon recover their former strength and
probably be none the worse for their
thrilling experience.
Shut off from the upper world, the

men knew nothing of tne «catastrophe
that killed so many of their comrades
and imprisoned them. They knew
that something had severed their con¬
nection with the crib. They knew that
beyond the air lock, behind which they
had taken refuge, the air was too foul
to breathe. But they supposed that
the trouble was temporary. Each day
they expected their comrades to come
down the tunnel to their rescue.
When their signal for help, tapped

on the air pipe, was at last answered
from the crib. Rest and Euglne were

preparing to eat raw mule meat. Their
deliverance came Just in time to make
unnecessary this desperate effort
At the hospital last night the two

men were permitted to talk for a short
time and they related some of their
experiences. They said they did not
know there han been a flre and they
could not account for their plight, un¬

ies» some accident had happened,
which would soon be repaired. As the
time passed by, however, and hours
lengthened into days, the men were

beginning to fear they were doomed
to death either by starvation. suffoca-
tion or drowning.
"We gave up more than once." said

Keet. "We ioet track of the time. I
did not know whether it was six days
or three. The gas must have made
us sleepy. We slept a lot I know.
We did not know whether it was day
"or night down there. The darkness
was awful. We tried to get out sev¬
eral times. Each time the gas drove
us back. At last we decided that it
was get out or die. and we made a

try, tapping on the pipe a» we want
along."

NO REVOLT IN COLUMBIA.
Orizaba's Men Say South American

Trouble» Are Exaggerated.
New York, Aug. 21..The officer»

and passengers of the steamship Ori¬
zaba, which arrived from Colon yes¬
terday, said that the reports of trouble
between Venezuela and Colombia were
greatly exaggerated.
"We neither »aw nor heard anything

of any trouble while in the harbor."
said Captain Smith. "I did not go
ashore myself, but I know that every¬
thing was peaceful and quiet. The
government had put a few soldiers on
the trains running across the isthmus,
but that is often done."
Colonel J. R. Shaler. generai super¬

intendent of the Panama railroad, who
was a passenger on the Orizaba, ridi¬
culed the reports of battles and incur¬
sions at the isthmus, and said there
was no revolution in Colombia. Neith¬
er had there been any interference
With his road. He continued:
"The fact that I have left Colon for

a trip to New York Is evidence that
there Is no disorder or trouble what¬
ever at the isthmus. I read of a bat¬
tle which I knew never took place.
There were many battalions engaged
and 900 dead, but there were never
any such forces, and they never saw
each other and nobody was scratched.
People who do not understand condi¬
tions down there take these stories
seriously, but those who are on the
ground do not."

POLICEMEN HELD FOR TRIAL.

First Arrests in New York's Latest
Reform Inquiry.

New York, Aug.21..As a result of
the judicial inquiry being carried on by
District Attorney Philbin, Justice Jer¬
ome and the officers of the Society for
the Prevention of Crime, into the con¬
duct of the police department, war¬
rants were issued yesterday for the ar¬
rest of Wardman Glennon, Wardman
Dwyer and Sergeant Shields.
The tbrie police officers were quick¬

ly arraigned before Justice Jerome
who held Olennon in the sum of $3.000
and the others in $2.000 each, security
being at once furnished.
The evidence upon which Olennon,

Shields and Dwyer were arrested wa»
given by five witneeees. It related to
an alleged disorderly house on West
Thirty-third »treat, which they are
charged with failing to suppress.

OIL FIRE «STILL BURNING.

Five Dead and « Hundred Injured In
Philadelphia's Big Casualty. ¦

Philadelphia, Aug. 21..The Are
which began Monday afternoon at the
works of the Atlantic Refining com-1
rany at Point Breexe. in the south¬
western section of the city, is still j
burning fiercely this morning, and
Chief Baxter, of the oity fire depart¬
ment, has given up hope of saving any
of the company's property. The one jhope of the company's officials and the
firemen was in their ability to pump
the oil from the tank» not yet reached
by the flames into reserve tanks in an
isolated section of the yard. An ex¬

plosion late yesterday afternoon car¬
ried away the pumping machinery, and
nothing remains now apparently but
to permit the conflagration to burn
until all the oil is consumed.

It is believed this morning that the
five lives lost in the explosion of the ¡
big gasoline tank on Monday night,
completes the list of fatalities.
The fire is still racing and is eating

up oil at the rat<· of $100.490 a day. ac-1
cording to the estimati· of Preshlent jLloyd, of the Atlantic Refining com-'
pany. Firemen and officiale are pow-1
erless. The fire must literally burn
itself out. The cooperage shop has
been swept away, and in its destruc¬
tion 40 m«n narrowly escaped death.
The tanks of benzine are going. Earth¬
works have oeen thrown up to keep
the Schuylkill riv«»r from becoming
flooded with blazing oil. The firemen
eay they are working in the dark.
There is danger all around them, they
say, and they do not know where the
danger spots are.

MILLIONS INVOLVED
In Suit Brought ByTennessse Farmers

Against Copper Companies.
Knoxville. Tenn.. Aug. 21..Judge

McConnell. sitting at Cleveland, Tenn.,
yeeterday dissolved injunctions grant¬
ed two weeks ago in a case that In¬
volves millions of dollars. At Duck-
town, Tenn.. $5.000.000 have been in¬
vested In the copper industry and two
mammoth »melting plant» built. About
40 farmers claim that their land has
been ruined by the fume« from the
plant« destroying all vegetation, sul¬
phuric acid being used in the process.
They filed suits for damages and
abatement of the alleged nuisance and
were granted injunctions two weeks
ago, the observance of which practi¬
cally shut down the plants. Three
thousand men are employe«! in the in¬
dustry and one feature of yesterday's
hearing wan the presentation of a
monster petition signed by 3.000 citi¬
zens of Polk «-ounty asking the dis¬
solution of the injunction. The Ten¬
