FOOD OR POISON QUESTION.
Summary of Ethiuillrc Treatment

of ? I water Tktorjr by m. Vienna
Profesaor.

I ii view of the discussion called forth
some time ago by the report of 1'rof.
Atwater's experiments, which were
intended to throw light on the ques¬
tion: Is alcohol a food or a poison?
a paper in the latest number of IMlu-
ger's Archiv is of more than passinginterest. This periodical is the lead¬
ing physiological journal of Germanyif not of the world. The paper re¬
ferred to is by Prof. Kassowitz, of Vi¬
enna. It consist« of 39 pages of care¬
fully discriminating review of the sci¬
entific evidence on the question, un¬
der the title: "Food and Poison: A
Contribution to the Alcohol Question."
The position of the author and the

place of the publication would lead
OEM t'· \|>e<t a rigidly scientific treat-
iii*¦ nt of the subject, uot a prejudicedpolemic, and certainly not a haranguef ? «'Hi the point of view of the profes¬sional temperarne reformer. For this
reason the paper is one of unusual im¬
portance, and ought to be read bythose who profess to speak on the
matter from a scientific stnnd¡>oint.The author sums up at the close the
main conclusions to bedrawn from the
results of all reliable investigations
up to the present time. I give below.
the gist of the greater part of the
summary, presenting the general ideas
rather than a literal translation:

molecules are highly complex and
henee ehemieal changes are extremely
easy to bring about, in them.

5. Evey stimulus and every chemical- |ly acting poison causes a disturbance, Jdestruction of chemical unit« of the!
protoplasm.

6. Since alcohol as a stimulating and
poisonous substance destroys the pro¬
toplasmic molecules, it cannot at the
same time be assimilated and applied
as a food material. A substance can¬
not simultaneously act am a food anda
poison.

7. After a short period of stimula¬
tion, alcohol acts as ? paralyzing agent
to the nerve center», which innervât*
the muscles; the muscles are thus less
eiliciciit ly excited t li rough the action
of the nerves ami less carbon dioxide jis produced.

I, The reduced amount of aaibOB
dioxide excreted indicates n<> economyof the tissue substance, but is an in¬
direct consequence of the poisonous
action of the alcohol.

.J. la agreement with the above con¬
clusion is the fact proved by experi¬
ment that if for a part of the non-
nitrogenous food a quantity of alco¬
hol of equal fuel value is substituted,
there results a reduction of working
power and a loss of lx>dy weight-
