tween the operators and the miners for
an adjustment of wages.

Baer Objects to Mitchell,

Mr. Baer, on the part of the coal op-
erators, took exception to Mr. Mitch-
ell's appearance before the commis-
slon as a representative of the Mine
Workers' Union, but sald that he had
no objection to his presence as a rep-
resentative of the strikers as such In
thelr individual capacity. The com-
misslon made no attempt to settle the
controversy, but it was made apparent
that the recognition of the Miners'
Unlon will be an Important and knotty
problem for the arbitrators.

Preceding the discussion over open-
ing the books to the experts. Mr.

Chinese Minister Ordered to Shan-
ghai by Shortest Route,

HIS SON MAY REMAIN HERE

Emperor Appoints Mr. Wu Minister of
Commerce and a Member of Commis-
slon to Negotiate Treaties With For-
eign Powers.

‘Washington, Oct. 28 — Wu Ting
Fang, who has been the minister of
the Chinese empire to the United Statles

Wu Ting Fang.

China by an edict of the emperor ca-
bled to Minister Wu yesterday by the
Chinese foreign office. The edlet is
peremptory, Mr. Wu being directed ta
return to China at as early a date as
possible, over the route by which he is
to make his voyage from this country
being indicated.

The edict informs Mr. Wu that he
has been appointed minister of com-
merce in association with Chang Chi
Tung. He takes the position just va-
cated by Sheng, whose father died re-
cently. Under a peculiar provision of
Chinese law, when an office holder
loses by death his father or mother, he
vacates his office and he is not eligible
to hold office again for three years, al-
though by custom the period of his of-
ficial mourning Is reduced to 27
months. Mr. Wu sald yesterday that
bhe might be able to leave this country
in about three weeks, but the precise
date of his departure has not been de-
termined.

Mr. Wu also received a ecablegram
announcing that he had been gppointad
one of the two members of a commis-
elon to negotiate commercial treaties
with foreign powera. He will ba at the
head of this commission and will have
assoclated with him Mr. Lu, who, un-
til about a year ago, was the Chinese
minister to Germany, As Mr. Wu has
been ordered te proceed direct to
Shanghal, it is probable that the head-
quartera of the commission will be in
that city.

Minister Wu will be accompanied to
China by Madame Wu and some mem-
bers of his personal sulte, but he said
that whether he would leave his young
son in this country had not been de-
termineds. He deeires that his son
should have a good American educa-
‘tion, andshe may conclude o leave him
in the United Btates, at least for a
time.

In ofMecial and diplomatic circles the
news of the early departure of Min-
ister Wu was received with sincere re-
gret. For years he has been one of
the most popular. members of the dip-
lomatic corps,
