Cowa, when urinating, natural¬
ly arch the back, and If confined by
rope or stanchion, will crowd as far
ahead as possible, thua allowing their
araste to fsll exactly where they would
atand when feeding. The little device
ehown in the illustration in no way

interferes with the arching of the
spine, but doe* force the cow to drew
back instead of pushing ahead; thus
the gutter back of the cow catches
the filth and the floor remains clean.
There is no rule to give for the ex¬

act placing of the structure, as dif¬
ferent breeds of cattle differ 60 in
height and length; however, piece No.
I should be located just back of upper
point of shoulders, and from one and
one-half to two inches above the back.
This gives a chance for free movement
and in no way interferes with thecom-
iort of the cow. My cows are Jerseys,
and frame is just 20 inches from
atanchiens. No. 1 is a block on
which to fasten No. 2. No. 3 ia the
upright which sh«>uld extend to the
joint above, and there be fastened. No.
4 is a brace for the support of the
frame, and should be nailed very firm,
as the cow will bresk the trap if she
esn.

MAKING GOOD BUTTER.
All Authorities Are A«rrrd That

Snrof«» Depends on Proper
RJpr miner of Cream.

The ail-important question of the
day with creamery and dairymen is
how to obtain a uniform and fine fla¬
vored butter. Nearly all investiga¬
tors agree that the secret lies in the
proper ripening of the cream; and
when we read of the tons of low-gradebutter brought into the markets daily,all owing to the fact that the negli¬
gence or ignorance as to the propertreatment of the cream lies at the root
of this great fault, it appears to be a
point worthy of consideration.
To state the subject of starters

plainly and intelligently, It Is neces¬
sary to take the fundamental princi¬ple of the ripening of cream into con¬
sideration. The ripening of cream in¬
cludes two features upon which the
quality of the butter largely depends.These are flavor and texture. The ef¬
fect« of ripening with starters are far
more marked upon the flavor of but¬
ter than upon the texture, for It is
during this process that the character¬istic flavors are developed. Cream
ripening Is merely a fermentation
process caused by bacterial growth.This growth is controlled by tem¬
pérature by which a rise from 60
degrees Fahrenheit, and not to ex¬
ceed 100 degrees Fahrenheit, induces
g<rowth and develops immense num¬bers of bacteria; while lowering the
temperature retards growth. The ac¬tion of these germs in cream results in
the conversion of a part of the milk-
sugar into lactic acid, and a slight for¬
mation of carbonic acid gas and a few
other volatile constituents not defi¬
nitely known..Midland Farmer.

Kl«M-trlrJtr and Mille.
The unusual number of thunder¬storms last summer should have been

accompanied by a large amount of sourmilk, if the old belief that thunder¬
storms sour milk is true, but there hasbeen no complaint on that score so far
as reports show, says Hoard's Dairy¬man. It is certainly true that milk "is
frequently found sour after a severe
thunderstorm, and it is natural that
there should be a popular belief of i.relation between the two facts, but as
soon as we endeavor to verify the
claim by the actual trial of sweet milkby electrical discharges we find thatthe electricity fails to work and themilk remains sweet, for electricity in
the form of sparks discharged indefi¬
nitely over the surface of milk fails toshow any effect in producing acid or
souring the milk.

The Mixed MUllc Radon.
Roughage is nearly the same every¬where, corn silage, cornstalks and hay.The question is what to use for a grainration to be fed with the above kinds

of rcughage to produce the most milleMost farmers have corn and oats,which they grlnà and feed mixed with

ORCHARD MANAGEMENT.
Where Hon· «ed Poultjry Ars Allowed

to Ran. Wormy Kralt Will B·
Hard to Find.

The subject of sprsying, using moth
traps and any other means to produce
better fruit, is being discussed more
and more »very season. Having eecured
Several hundred trees which will soon
be bearing, I have been observing and
learning everything possible on the
subject, and have come to the follow¬
ing conclusion: Spraying intelligently
.lone is the best method to pursue in
<;rder to hsve fruit free from worms,
scab or rust and rot, but unless it is
done rightly it is work snd money
thrown away. Among the farmers or
those who do not make fruit growing
a specialty, the operation is generally
useless owing partly to poor machines
and cheap materials used and improper
time of applying them. The moth trap
is worse than nothing, as it catchen
more than 50 per cent, beneficial or
harmless insects and does not prevent
scab and rot. I have visited several
orchards where these traps were used
and invariably they havehad the worst
lot of apples that I ever saw. The fin¬
est fruit I have found was in orohsrds
where hogs ran and cleaned up all
wormy apples and poultry was allowed
free range. On· orchard which I pur¬chased had chicken coops under nearly
every apple tree, and out of twenty-fivebarrels of Grimes there were not over
three or four of wormy apples, and the
same was true of other varieties; but
scab was very bad and had the trees
been aprayed for that trouble I believe
fully 95 per cent, of the fruit would
have been first class. In every in¬
stance, where many chickens wer·
reared in the orchard the fruit was
comparatively free from worms, and
where both hogs and poultry were al¬
lowed free range the fruit was even
better. This plan followed for a single
season will not give such results, but
should b«* followed every year so that
the crop of codling-moth will be less¬
ened each season.
