Famous Episode of the Civil War Is
Recalled.

known la as the "Andrews

Kaki nini* th«* civil
war. dlsgulsi d themeelree, went into
the heart of th·» sou· hern confederacy
on April 12. ls«>2. and captured an en
gine at Pig Shanty. Ga., on the Geor¬
gia State road, for the purpose of
comini; north and burning bridges be¬
hind them, so as to cut off the retreat
of the confederate army, then sta-
Uoned at Huntsville. Ala., but were

The 14 men left, well reslislng their
doom if they remained, decided to
make their escape or die in the effort.
On October 16. following, eight of th»
14 escaped and reached the union
lines about a month later, traveling at
night and hiding in the day time.
They rejoined their command at Nash¬
ville, Tenn.. the latter part of Novem¬
ber and went with Sherman to the
sea and were discharged at Golda-
boro. N. C, March 31. 1865.
The six men who failed to escape

from prison were never executed, but
l ept In various rebel prisons un¬

til the 17th of May, 1864. when they
were exchanged at City Point, Va
The reason they were not executed
was because President Lincoln, it la
said, on learning the true condition
of affair, notified "Jeff" Davis that ?G
these men WSJ ted he would
hang two confederates for each man
executed by the southerners.
There are now only six of the 22

members of the band living. The In¬
dianapolis News gives the names aa
follows: John R. Porter, at Wind¬
fall; William Henslnger and William
Knight, Stryker. O. ; Jacob Parrott,
Kenton. O.; Daniel A. Dorsey, Knid.
