PUBLIC MARKET HOUSES.

THEIR LEGITIMATE USES AND THEIR
ABUSES, -

Public market-houses and places
have from time immemorial been the |
resort of necessity of the people of the
village, town, or city. They are, in
some places, the peculiar institutions
of the country, as the places of neces-
sary resort, where is afforded the best
opportamities to study the character
and morels of the people, and where,
with juueh cerfainty and profit, obser-
vations ¢#n be accurately made that
will show pretty nearly just what the
tendencies of the public habits and
wmorals are. With these facts as to
public markets as places of resort for
nearly all classes, the BEg has visited
mast of thew in this city, espeeially at
night, to see what was to be seen. At
St Mark's Square, Venice, some yvears
since, it was the customn for all the
people 1o assemble in the afternoon
and early evening for social inter-
course, to partake of refreshments, and
to listen to a full brass band discourse
li.m- music. So excellent were the po-
lice arrangements that all doubtful
characters quietly left this square at
t'll"l'lﬂl.'k I>. M., it being one of the po-
lice regulations that such doubtful
characters should not be seen in this
square after that hour, and after 9
o'clock P. M. the streets were also
clesred of these people.  Thisof course
could be done there bhecause of the ex-
cellent police regulations, and hecause
all doubtful characters, resident or
otherwise, in this city were known and
mgisterwl ‘l.\ the pn]it'u.

In free Awerica we have no such
police laws or regulations, and it s
therefore much wore the duty of the
general public, parents and guardians
Lo proteci society, and frown down any
immoral or Inde behavior on the part of
men and women, young hoys and girls
m public places, where of nm'eﬁsil_\" re-
spectable and decent people are re
quived o visit.

Our public market houses in this city
have largely grown to be resorts of
loase  characters- voung wen  and
women, boys and girls who promenade
through them wusing improper lan-
guage, flirting, and by a svstem of
handkerchiel  signs  communicating
their evil thoughts and purposes. This
is especially true of young girls rang-
ing between 10 and 20 years of age.
To a close observer one of the sadest
pictures that could be presented is the

number of young girls that fre-
quent these market-houses, with no
legitimate purpose or necessity for their
visits,. They can be seen in groups
passing up and down and through these
market-houses, and by their boisterous
and light conduct attracting the atten-
tion of the free and easy young liber-
tines who go there especially to witness
such sights.

PUBLIC COLORED SCHOOLS OF
WASHINGTON AND GEORGE-
TOWN.

CONSOLIDATED BOARD—

XIIL.

The first of Board the Consolidation
conzisted of the following named gen-
tlemen, to wit :

George F. MeLellan, Edmund F.
Freneh, Wi R. Woodward, George W.
Dyer, Benjamin F. Lloyd, Frederick
Douglass, Sr., Henry Johnson, John H.
Brooks and W. Perry Byder, of the city
of Washington; Anthony Hyde, W, W,
Curtis, and F. W. Moffatt and John H.
Ferguson, of the city of Georgetown;
C. B. Smith, Professor J. W. Chicker-
ing, Jr., and Solomon G. Brown, of the
county.

The Board was organized Angust 10,
1874, by the election of Mr. McLellan,
president, and Mr. John H. DBrooks,
secretarv. Mr. Douglass declined the
oftice, and the commissioners requested
colored schools to allow a representa-
tive for the white city schools to be ap-
pointed in his stead. As has been stated
early after the organization a most de-
cided difference of views on school
matters developed among the white
members for the city schools, lead on
the one side by Mr, McLellan, and on
the other by superintendent J. O.
Wilson. This difference of opinion as to
the best method of management of
. school affairs begot a very better state
of feeling, and as the president evi-
dently was attempting through the
Commissioners of the Distriet of Colum-
bia, to centralize all power of adminis-
tration in himself as president of the
Board. Going so far as to assume con-
trol of the duties of the executive offi-
cers amnd the committees, it soon
brought matters to the attention of the
appointing power which resulted in the
Board being enlarged and the retire-
ment of Messrs, Me Lellan and Solo-
mon (. Brown. The views of super-
intendent Wilson and his friends were
sapported by a majority of the Board
and Comimissioners,

The personal relationship of the
white and colored members was very
friendly and mutually respectful, and
with ene or two exceptions the white
members were ready and willing to
obey the laws and do justice to the
molored schools; hence, when the esti-
mates were prepared to be submitted
to the commissioners to be by them
sent to Congress through the president
the legal apportioninent of the colored
schools was properly and lawfully esti-
mated for and recommended.

The next sensation was the arrest of
Dr. Forbes, the demonstrator of anat-
omy at Jefferson College, as a dealer ot
cadavers, and the employes of these
body-snatchers, upon a complaint of D.
